TOOK MERCURY TABLETS

Continued Illness of her «-months-
old baby led to the suicide of Mr, Roseli,
Manuel. "3. Coroner J. Ramsey Nevltt
was told yesterday, during his Investi¬
gation of th, death of the mother In
Casualty Hospital, from poisoning. Mrs.
Marmel, »lía of an electric wireman,
swallowed bichloride of mercury tablets
a week ago. Bhe died at »30 o'clock
yesterday morning.
Mrs Manual , acute grief had extended

over a period of several weeks and
friends and relatives aere tn almost con¬
stant companionship with her to detract
her from her deapondency. Physicians
attending the baby, her only child, had
not given u-p hope for Its recovery, but
her mother's heart, magnified fears of
the Ulnaas.

Maser« Week la Heaattal.
It was at noon a week ago that relatives

found Mrs. Manuel semi-conscious and
succumbing to the deadly bichloride of
mercury In her home at 1«07 Rosedale
street northeast. They gave her "Bret
aid" treatment while an ambulance was
on Its way to the boms from Casualty
Hospital.
At llrst. physicians were hopeful for

her recovery. They did not know bow
much of the poison the had taken Later.
It was learned aha had awallowed six
tableta An adverse change set in with¬
in a short time, the efforts of physicians
to counteract her weakening condition
being futile. «he had been in a coma
fur several days before her death.

Discarded Government Vessel Valued
at $75.000 Brings Four Time$

Mor« than 1*00.000 in cash «vas paid
yesterday by N. H. Buxey, Jr., of New
Tork. for the naval collier Justin.
35 years old, whose value, as appraised
by a naval hoard of survey and ap¬
praisal. Is $75.0«0.
Mr. Buaey, whose business Is not

known to the Navy Department, was
the highest of three bidders, whose of¬
fers were opened at the Navy Depart¬
ment yeaterday. He bid $301.107. John
Rothschild ft Co., of San Francisco, btd
$261.600. and the Otis Manufacturing
Company, of New Orleans, 1261.050.

Considerable mystery exists as to the
reason for the high price« offered. Mr
Daniels said that he understood that
the ship was to be used In trade be¬
tween San Francisco and Japan, for
which, he understands, ships are prac¬
tically unobtainable. Thla Is the second
time the Justin waa offered for sale,
the bids having been thrown out the
first time.
The Ju.-tln was built In England In

USI. and was purchased by the Navy
Department in US8 at the outbreak of
the Spanish-American war.

Representative
(.urdncr declared that up to data
nothing has been done on the Schley
or on the two fleet submarines au¬
thorised last March, adding that the
department apparently seemed un¬
aware a war was going on In Europe.

Representative William Elsa Will-
liams, of Illinois, told the house a
canvas« of Illinois on preparedness
showed that *5 per cent of the people
favored the President's program.

Representative Richard Wayne
Parker, of New Jersey, demanded Im¬
mediate action to secure ample sup¬
plies of guns and ammunition.
The Houan Naval Affairs Commit¬

charging extra prices meantime.
