Spring Housecleaning.

HousecleaninB™time i tedlous and tire-
some, but if the housecleaning is prop-
erly managed it need not tire all the
family, Mnake your plans beforehand,
and know just what to do In each room
before you start out gp that room's
cleaning.

Here are some suggestions of a gen-
eral sort for the spring cleaning

Kerogene {8 admirable for cleaning
brass of any sort—fenders, brass beds,
or anything else brass.

Cretonne or chintz can be washed in
warm water in which dissolved moap and
bran water are mixed. Scrape good pure
soap, dissclve to a jelly In hot water,
and add a handful of this to a tubful of
warm water. For the bran water stiteh|
up a quart of bran in a cotton bag and
simmer it in two quarts of water until
it is brown. The bag should be made
twice a5 blg as is necessary to hold the
dry bran, as It increases In size with
dampness.

After washing the cretonne rinse It in
water to which & tablespoonful of vine-
gar to a tubful of water has been added.

Pine tar bags are a good preventive of
moths, {f the garments put within them
have been well cleaned, so that no moth
egge lurk in them. 1If you cannot get
the pine tar bags, make big bags on the
machine, and dip them in turpentine
When dry these bags are & moth pre-
ventive.

To clean wall paper, make a dough,
kneaded well by hand or in & bread
mixer, of & pound of flour and a pint of
cold water. Rub a plece of this dough
over the paper untll the paper is clean
and the dough is solled

To put new life into cane chalrs that
are solied and sagging. dissolve two
cunces of sovda In two quarta of hot
water. Wash the cane with this. Be

careful not to get any of the solution on
the wood, as the soda makes a white
spot on wood.

To clean carpet. sprinkle about a
square yard at & time with soap paste
and scrub with g brush and hot water
Don’t use much water., Scrape off the
soaprods with 3 metal-edged ruler, and
then wipe with a clean cloth wrung out
of hot water.

To make the soep paste required,
shave a cake of white poap and add o
it three quarts of boiling water. Sim-
mer, not letting it quite reach the boll-
ing point for fifteen minutes.
