athletic club at which many boxing
matches have been held. the number
of rounds limited and "varying -from
three to ten or fifteen and always to
a decision on boxing points by se-
lected judges;" that at least one of
the participants Is always a soldier:
that the contests are advertised and
open to the public; that admission'is
charged and that part of the receipts
are paid the contestants. the balance
going to the detachment fund for the
betterment of the mess and for other
comforts for the men.
He adds: "The distinction between

boxing contests, prize fights, and
pugilistic exhibitions is, to my mind.
a matter of opinion. A boxing con-
test. I define. Js a contest between
boxers not pugilists whose relative
merits as such are decided upon box-
ing points and for which a prize may
be giyen to the winner. A prize fight
is a fight between regularly recog-
nized pugilists whose business is
fighting and who make their living at
it. A pugilistic exhibition. I should
say, is one given by regularly recog-
nized pugilists. The limitations which
I have placed on the manner of con-
ducting these contests could only put
them In the boxing-contest class."
The judge advocate general of the

army. in passing on the incident, says
that the commanding offcer's definitions
and distinctions are not law. He says
further: "It is imma, rial who particl-
pates or what name is given to the con-
Lest. The only distinction is one of es-
sential elements. * * * The fact that
the participants were to receive a reward
is admitted. and it can hardly be ser-
ously contended that contestants who
fight three to ten or fifteen rounds and
always to a dlelsion do not Intend physi-
cal violence to each other."
The War Department has, therefore,

diided that these esents at Fort Mack-
enzie are prize flights and would have
been contrary to the laws of Wyoming
had the participants been under the Ju-
risdictiun .4 the State authorities. This
iiew has been communicated to the com-
manding general of the Central Depart-
ment. "as it is not desired that boxing
contests among troops at posts contra-
ene in any sense the law of the State in
which the post is located."
