"The folly of laying out five-year

naval' program at this time." was ex-
emplified with a ma= of statisteal data
yesterday by Representative Callaway,
of Texas, before the monthly meeting of
the Women's Peace Party at the New
Willard. Other speakers were Mrs.
LouIs F. Post. wife of the Assistant Sec-
retary of Labor, and Miss Janet Rich-
ards. Mrs. W. T. Birch. president, pre-
sided.
In ridiculing the statements that for-

eign warships could steam along the
coast and demolish all of the coast forti-
fications, Representative Callaway cited
the bombardment of the forts on the
Dardanelles by the allies' fleet.
Look at that magnificent battleship.

the Queen Elizabeth, which they hold
up as a model." he said. "She steamed
to the Dardanelles and then steamed

away again without harming in the least
the fortification guarded only by the old
out-of-date smooth-bore guns."
Ie also ridiculed the statements that

there are no soldiers. He said: "I
never look into the face of an American
citizen without looking into the face of
a real soldier who will fight to death for
his country."
Mrs. Post urged the importance of or-

ganizing and of supporting the plans of
the Women's Peace Party.
