"The Little Shepherd of
Kingdom Come," Which
Had Its Premiere at the
Belasco Theater Last Even-
ing, Transfers But the First
Part of This Story of the
Cumberiands to the
Boards, Dealing Mainly
with Chads Intense Love
of His Dog.

In his dramatization of "The Little

Shepherd of Kingdom Come" Eugene
Walter has transferred to the stage but
a portion of the story of the Cumber-
lands which John Fox, Jr., gave us in
his novel of the same name, the four-
eat play, which had its first presenta-
tion on any stage a-t the Belasco Theater
last evening, having to do only withthe early life and struggles of Chad and
covering but a year in time.
The tale comtences in the autumn of

155 in fro it of the home in which the
little waif has been adopted. We find
the boy desolate in the death of his lov-
iag protectors; eager to flee the heavy
hand of Nathan Cherry who swears that
the child is bound out to him for a
period of seven years. Befriended only
by his dog. Jack, the boy determines to
run away because of Cherry's threats
to kill the dog. a purpose in which he
is abetted by Red Fox. and the younger
elernent of the Turner clan, whose quick
sympathies go out to Chad in his hatred
of their common foe, the Dillons.
The first act witnesses a fierce fight

between Chad and Little Tad Dillon,
with the dog Jack as the bone of con-
tention. resulting in the orphan boy's first
victory over his enemy.
The second act finds Chad a mem-

ber of the Turner household; playmate
of Melissa. the second t the trinity of
wais ,f whi h Do;- Jack forms the third.
A year has elapsed and Red Fox has
not yet ret rned from the settlement
where he has gone to establish the family

his isolated positio. A pathetic little
figure he kneels and explains to God his
necessity of fligbt- and down in the
hearts of us we feel the strings tight-
en, and when he makes his defense of
Jack in the open court of a mountain
clearing, and proves the perfidy of the
Dillons we want to rise up and shout
our gladness with the Turner tribe. Ali
the way through from first to last of
the play that has small interest outside
of his personal struggles Master Jack
Davis embues his characterization of
Chad with beautiful simplicity and much
natural grace, impressing his auditors
with the inate refinement which the final
establishment of his parentage justifies.
In his effort to inject into a comedy of

character a romantic element Mr. Wal-
ter has forced the situation and struck
a distinctly irsincere note in Melissa.
a little girl who Is quite too young in
years to be capable of such tender pas-
sions as the playwright has forced her
to assume. Allowing for the unusual
freedom and license of her environment
the auditor is yet unable to accept the
mature emotionalism of this child who
takes "The Little Sh'pherd of Kingdom
Come" under her loving and protective
wing the first moment she sets eyes on
him declaring that "Thy people shall
be my people; thy God my God." or
words to that effect.
From this time on Melissa's interest in

Chad is subject to violent bursts of pas-
sion at the slightest suggestion that cir-
cumstances may at any time remove
him from the Kingdom Come vicinity,
resenting even the possibility of an edu-
cation for the boy for fear it may
estrange him from the mountain life and
his associates there.
A wild, gypsy-like thing, Melissa

knows no law save that of her fierce
little self, but frequently furnishes a de-
lightful picture, as visualized by Mona
Hungerford, in her turkey red frock
against the picturesque mountain set-
tIngs.
.Aside from Chad, the dog, and Melissa,

the remainder of the cast presenting
"'The Little Shepherd of Kingdom
Come' is faithful to the type of Cum-
beriand mountaineer who lives in his
feuds and hates, and succeeds in hold-
ing this spirit of bitterness and enmity
as a dominating feature of the story.
Mark Price gives a brief but excellent

performance as Nathan Cherry; Wal-
lace Owen's groteee visualization of
Red Pox was somewhat handicapped
last evening by a lack of smoothness in
his lines; Robert Rogers presents an ef-
fective picture of the Kentucky gentle-

Dainty Ina Claire makes her bow with

Charles Purcell by rnearas of the "Hello
Frisco" song, the heads .,f gira sticking
out of a huge map of the United States
to represent cities en route across the
continent. A newcomer to the Follies.
W. C. Fields. recruited from vaudeville,
has a great trick pooltable act, In which
he is ably assisted by Wynn, the Oak-
land sisters, and others. A typt'al Zieg-
feld finale to the first act comes in the
shape of a parade of the "Rulers of the
World," the audience testifying to Its
neutrality at the appearance of each
foreign ruler by trying to outapplaud
those who are trying to outapplaud
others.
A dainty second-act opening is in the

shape of a Christmas scene, in which
Purcell sings "I'll Be a Santa Claus to
You." and several girls appear as light-
ed Christmas trees. Fields does another
comedy juggling stunt all by himself.
and another real laugh comes with the
"Hallway of the Bunkem Court Apart-
ment," with Bert Williams, Errol's jag,
et al. Its a constant scream. Ina
Claire makes her second appearance
with her "Marie Odile" song, in which
she tells how the little novitiate "gets
away with" her innocence. Purcell has
another song, "A Girl for Each Month
in the Year." written solely to get a
bunch of 'girls on the stage In wonderful
rreations. Miss Pennington and George
White do a elever "flirtation dance," and
Ed. Wynn comes on disguised as him-
self and gives away a lot of secrets
about the show in general and his salary
in particular. The big dance number,
under the heading of "Elysiun," is gor-
geously staged and skillfully performed
by Emma Haig, Lucille Cavanaugh and
Carl Randall. Leon Errol and May Hen-
nessey do their familiar acrobatic dance,
with some additions. Miss Hennessy is
remembered for her work in "The Belle
of Bond Street" and "The Pink Lady."
Bert Williams sings a new song about
being a proliflo murderer and another,
"Don't Let the Same Bee Sting You
Twice." The grand finale gives every-
body a chance to show what he or she
can do in the dancing line, Lucille Cav-
anaugh, Ina Claire, Carl Randall and
Chas. Purcell being featured.
The show is real "Follies," up to all

"Follies" standards. If that is your
kind of a show, don't miss it.

fine shape a modernized version of
"Clothes," the comedy of humor and
fashion by Channing Pollock, which
afforded Grace George an excellent
starring vehicle for a long New York
run, and was recently revived by Miss
George for a brief period. The piece
is a clever satire on the foibles and
frivolities of smart society, and offers
the Poll company some excellent op-
portunities for characterisation as
well as affording a distinct triumph In
harnionious stage settings and elabo-

The new play, which is In four acts,

Is woven lightly about a gown. Olivia
Sherwood is living in an atmosphere
of luxury and social display where
life becomes "the survival of the best
fitted."
