Colonel Traces His Ring.
“Well,"

began the Colonel, pausing a
moment to gather his strength before
leiting loose, “now let me give you a

pleca of advice. If you have any doubts
on the subject, do not nominate me.

“Get it perfectly clear In your head
that If you nominats me, it must not
be because you think it is In my Interest,
but becauss you think it is In your inter-
est, and the interest of the Republican
party, and because you think it s In
the Interest of the United States to do
BO.

“And more than that, don’'t you do It
If you expect me tn pussy-foot on any
single |ssue I have raised. Don't be for
me unless you are preparsd to say that
every citizen of this country has got to
be pro-United States, first, last, and all
tha time, and not pro-anything else at
all, and that we stand for every good
American everywhere, whatever his
birthplace or ecreed, and wherever he now
Itves, and that in return we demand that
he be an American and nothing else, with
no hyphen about him.

Says He Is Not for War.

“I am not for war. On the contrary,
I abhor unjust or wanton war, and I
would use every honorable expedient to
nyoid even a just war, But I feel with all
my heart that-you don't In the long run
avold war by making other peopls be-
lieve that you're afraid to fight for your
own rights

"Uncle Sam must never wrong the
weak. He must never Insult any one or
wantonly give cause for offenss to either
the weak or the strong, and the surest
possible way to enahls him to keep the
peace and to keep !t on terms that will
enable Americans to hold the!s heads
high and not hang them in ahame, (2 for
him te bs so prepared In advance, and
I mean prepared in his soul, as well
as with his army and navy, that when
he says anything the rest of the world
will know that he means it, and that hs
can make It good. '

Not Course to Bring War,

“Don‘'t you try to nominate me unlesa
vou think that's the policy that ought
to be followed out, and followed out for
your sake as well ag for mine and for
the sake of the rest of us here In the
United States. - And don't forget that
that fsm't a course that provokes whar.
it s the only course that in the long
run prevents war, and secures nstional
self-respect and guarantees the honer
of this country and the rights of its eitl-
sens wherever they may be.”

French Naval Inquiry Finds Channel Liner Was Sunk by
Torpedo and that Submarine Remained Near
to Destroy Possible Rescuers.

The firsl officlal evidence showing that
the Channel llner Bussex was torpedoed
was made publle last*nlght by M. Jus-
serand, the French Ambassador with the
permission of Becretary of Btate Lan-
fing. It _|s the findlngs of an Inquiry
conducted by Rear Admiral A. Grasset,
assistant chief of the French General
Staft for the vice admiral of the French
General Staff and |8 embodied In the
form of a report by Rear Admiral Gras-
set. The text has been cabled to the
French Embassy here.

It presents striking evidence of a de-
liberate attack without warning of an
enemy submarine, The captaln on the
bridge saw the wake of the torpedo 150
meters away and ordered the helm hourd
aport while the second officer and the
deck officer besides passengers who hap-
pened to be on the port side saw the
torpedo.

One of the passengers mistook the ap-
proaching torpedo for a blg white fish
Just hefore it struck the vessel and com-
mented on It to his nelghbor. The Bus-
sex had already begun to swing off In
response to the captain’'s order to turn
to starboard to aveld the torpedo. The
engineers on the watch corroborate the
statement that the captaln gave this or-
der before the torpedo struck and the
orders were executed immediately.

Planned to Destroy Rescuers,
