The Foster family, whicb was
founded in this country by Reginald
Foster,. of Harlow. England. has at-
tained a good deal of prominence,
especially in New England.
Reginald Foster was born in 110

in England, and died at Ipswich.
Mass.. in I4. at a ripe old age. He
reached this country when he was
35, according to records, and attain-
ed a considerable position and for-
tune here.
When he died tie left a good-sized

fortune, and in his will several he-
quests are made which Indicate that
Reginald did not hesitate to fight
for his rights. The arms mentioned

In his will include two rapiers---one
old, and one new. a- h carefully
records-one coreslet, one heaver of
iron and one Dike.
The name Foster has two possible

derivations. It may come from
forester. and if 'o signittes a forester
-a man who cared for the forests,
perhaps, or perhaps one who hunted
in them or lived in them. It may
also come fronm an oholet.- word.
fosterer. uhi.h signifed one who fed
and car ed for children in place of

I their parent.
Thio word is used in some very

ancient English shate document- In
the lawn of Ina, king of Weosex.
there is this statement. When a
gesithrundman left his land, he was
at liberty to take away hi0 Iteeve, his
Smith and his child's Fosterer."
The Foster arms are described: Ar-

gent a hevron gules hetween three
buglehnn sable stringed of the sec-
ond. The crey isan anirm mihowed
holding a broken tilting spear proper.

Answers to Correspondents.
To T.1J. T who asks for the origin

and nationality of the names Sim-
monds. Tar Ior and Theobold. Sin-
monds. like Simmons. sometimes
comes frot the first name Simon. It
is also onetimes derived troii Sea-
man, and indicates a sailor. There
is al- thi name Simund, recorded in
the liometday book of William the
onqueror, a distinct name, from

w hIch the modern Simmons is some-
timis derned Taltor. an English
tinim. fi.oi tailor. is supposedly the
fourth naie in popularity in the
onlish Islesn Smith. lones and

Brown cr ahead of it Theobold is
a rst name.

To J. M. hI who asks for the origin
of Murrar. McKillon and Sutherland:
Thr origin of the Murray and Suther-
land families is closely connected. The
founder of the clan of Sutherland set-
tled in the iwelfth century in the
province of Moray or Muravia or
Moray, now Murray or i-lgin and
parts of iriverness and Banff. The
members of this clan called them-
selves Murray-Murref, at first and
then Murray. Later, when their lead-
ers were made earls of Sutherland,
some of their followers called them-
selves Sutherland. and some retained
the name Murray. The McKinnons
are connected with the Macdonaldo
of the Isles. To begin with they
were of the same clan, but later of aaeparate clan, It in said thai the
name McKi noon cutee from the fact
that the family na, founded by Fin-
gan, youngest aon of Alpin, king of
Sicotlanid. The fainily wan called Mae-
tlngan,. or Maenngon-that ic. son
of Fingain. l~ater it became Macnn-
ideii. and still later MacKinnon, or Mc-
Kilion. Marelgnite, eon of in Cel-
tic.

To it Y.: There in no record that I
can fSnd of any Lord Yoeman who
settled iti New Jersey. Indeed. thtece
are no anaitable recorda of the Yoe-
matt or Yoemaon family. There are
records of the family varlously call-
ed Yoenmano. Youmans and Yeanmanit.
Is it possible that your famity may
he a branch of thin big one? Ben-
jamin Yeoman, established this family
in New Jersey. Sir John Yeamanswag lieutenant governor of Antilga,
idarbadoes and later fonntded the
colony of Clarendon, Carollia. No
coat-of-arms is given in the English
armory for Yoeman, hut aeverat are
given for the other spellIng's.

To. V. B.. who wants information
on the ancient line of Veenons. The
Vernon litte in thin country in not
well recorded. The old tradition about
the coming of the Vernon, from
France to England is this: William
Vernon wasn resident in Vernon cas-
tle, Norrnandy, and his son, Richard
do Vernon. wan on. of those who left
Normandy with WIlliam the Con-
quoror and setted tn Englantd. He
wa, made a baton by Hugh Lupus,earl 6f county Palatine of Chester.His descendent. RIchard de Vernon,haron of Shipbrook in the reign of
King John, had two sons. Warne and

The Vernon. of New England use

the arms described, and claim descent
from the Norman branch of the family.
They were established In this coun-
try by Daniel, who was born in Lon-
don in 1645 and came here when he
was twenty-three years old, probably
because of heavy losses when his
father's warehouses were burned In
the great fire of London in 1666. He
settled in Rhode Island and one of
his descendants Thomas Vernon, was
a Tory who was imprisoned at the
time of the Revolution.
To J. T. A., who asks for informa-

tion of the Middletons of Mississippi,
originally of the Carolina branch. I
am sorry to say that I cannot find
record of the branching off of the
7-lasissippL branch of the Middletons.
The Carolina family was founded by
Edward Middleton, of Twickenham. Eng-
land, and of the province of Carolina,
America. as the old records say. He
died at Charleston, South Carolina, in
1685. He was active in the public life
of the time, and lived at the Oake, on
(loose Neck. His wife was Sarah Foweil,
a widow-perhaps his second wife, and
they had a son Arthur. horn in 181. died
in 1737, who was educated in England.
The arms of thin family are those of the
Middletons of Stoc keld, Yorkshire. and
are described: Argent. fretty sable. a
,anion of the last. The crest is a garb
or between two wings elect argent.

F T.: The Pace family is of German
descent. and has lift few records. Ther
Is a reference t, it in chambers "Revo-
lutionary Germans.'" a hock which I am
unable to reach at the present time.

To A F. i :There are no records of
the lusen family. There are many
records of the Rosen family. Boson
might. or course, be a local spelling of
Rosen.

To hi. T. A. There are no records of
the Ausbooks family.

McLean., His grandfather. William a

son. as, Bartholomew Heath. of Sharon,
onnecticut. who died in 17. a black-

smith and farmer. whose wife was
netoed Stehitable. Hesokiah's son eas
tenry Heath, of Little Fail, who mar-

ried Mary ('aster. whose mother was a

niece of General Nicholas Herkimer, the
hero of an exciting fight in the revolu-
toinary war with the British and In-
diart.
Another early Heath family settled in

Roxbury. Mass in 103t. William of this
branch was horn in 1737 and was a major
:eneral in the revolutionary. He was
a farmer, and after the war returned
to his ferm.
Another revolutionary soldier of the

name was Eleaser Heath, of Tyringham,
Masv.. who removed from there to Ohio.
His wife was Abigail Robbins. and he
had several children-Dorcas, David.
Etenezer. Eleazer, Joshua, Abigail,
Anne, Job. Sally and Timothy.
