House Comrnittee Hears Urgent Pleas
for Adeption of Plan Now in

Operation in States.

renttai' e or the Natiosnat Probation As-
sociation aid several State organizations.
A uil t, tnat end haa been introduced in
the House by Representattve Hayden
anrt in the S-rate by Senator Owen.

lIn a formal statemoent made before the
commrittee iby C'harles I.. Chute. secre-
iary of the New York Probation Corn-
mission, and of the national association.
the reformation of many offenders and
the reduction in cost of maintenance of
prisorers were given as the purposes to
be achieved b~y the proposed legislation.
Ilustrations were drawn from the opera-
tion of the probatIon laws in New York,
Massachusetts andl other States. There is
no probation system in United Slates
courts, although the plan has bcea fol-
owed bv enor-fuSte.

examples of cross-stitch work. Fire
screens, pillow tops, chair seats, and
even quaint pictures, were executed
and it is only in recent years that the E
old ideas have been revived. ,

The lower part of the screen shown
in illustration No. 3 is covered in a
blue burlap, studded with large brass
headed nails. The upper portion of the
folds is covered in tan linen and em-
broidered in heavy wool floss in very
interesting Chinese designs. A band
of gold galoon divides the upper and t
lower panels.
To those who are interested in the t

execution of such embroidery work, a

it will be interesting to know that
embroidery frames can be purchased
especially arranged for this kind of
work. They are made so that they
can be adjusted to any size. The
frame is held in place by two stand- t
ards so that the work is always in a t
convenient position and can be raised
or lowered at will.
Many interesting designs can be 1

worked out for pillow tops. The
coarse wools are used for tAs work
and are more effective than silk. Lin-
en is perhaps the best material for
such work. However, any plain wov-
en fabric may be used.

In choosing the colors for em-
broidery work avoid the harsh hea% v

colors. If brilliant colors arc used
the contrast is too striking. If the
light colored linens are used for pil-
lows, it is advisable to arrange the
covers with buttons along one side t
so that they can be easily removed
and washed. If embroidered pil ows
are used in the living room ih ey
should be combined with others in
plain colored fabrics and not decor-
ated fabrics, such as cretonne. Next I
