An "old age" pension similar to sol-
diers and sailors' pensions was urgedby Representative Meyer London. of NewYork, In an address before a mass meet-ing at Adas Israel Synagogue yesterday.The mass meeting was called for the
pirpose of raising funds to purchase
the H4ehrew Home for the Aged, at 415 M
street northwest.
Though applauding the manifest efforts

of the Jewish people of Washington to
care for the aged In this way, the speak-
er declared that a citizen who has given
his life to industrial pursuits Is as de-
serving of government help as is the
soldier or sailor who performs militaryservice for the country.
Aged Jews have been cared for in the

home at 415 M street for several years.

Robbin. chairman: P. Berman, vice chair-
man; M. Leinson. secretary, and S. Ko-
nigsberg, treasurer. The hoard of trus-
tees Is composed of B. Danzansky, presi-
dent; M. Korman. and B. Hayman.
