The board of general ap-
praisers overruled the protest of the im-
porter and the decision of the board le
affirmed

No. 16857—Unlted States vs. Duluth, Win-
nipag and Pacifie Railway Company.
Opinion by Martin, assoclate judge. A
rallway mall car, the property of a Ca-
nadian corporation, which was first used
on a route between Canada and the
United States, was subsequently used for
a period of elzht months on a route
wholly within the T"nited States. The car
was assessed for duty and the board of
generel appraisers overruled the assess-
ment, holding that the ear was not fm-
ported merchandise. The decision of the
board Is reversed,
