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WILSON IS NOT
CONVENTION BOSS
Democrats Deny President

Will "Dictate" Moves of
St. Louis Gathering.
By WALTER MILLER.
(Su News Serviee.)

St. Louis, Mo., June 11.-National com-
mitteemen and delegates who have ar-
rived here for the Democratic conven-
tion next Wednesday, resent a remark
to the effect that so far as the conven-
tion is concerned, the book is closed.
It is admitted that President Wilson

will "suggest" the idea of most of the
planks, but it is maintained that his fre-
quent conferences with Senator William
J. Stone and with members of the Cabi-
net Is an ardent indication of his inten-
tion not to dictate what shall be done
here.
When the platform is ready for the cen-

vention it Is expected that it will rep-
resent an expansion of that adopted by
the Missouri Democratic convention.
That particular platform was written by
National Chairman William F. McCombs,
it was learned today.
So far as Americanism is concerned.

one hears in St. Louis the assertion that
the Republican party has no monopoly
of patriotism and that the Democratic
document will go Just as far as its ex-
pression of loyalty. In addition, It is
declared, the Democrats will go to the
country with a goncrete example of
Americanism. The theory of the Repub-
licans will be contrasted with the accom-
plishment of the party now in power.
Chairman McCombs said this morning

that the advocates of woman suffrageland its opponents have asked to be
heard by the committee on resolutions,
and there is every indication, he said,
that the committee will acquit itself
nobly. The Republican plank on the sub-
ject has been read very carefully, and it
is being pointed out that its recognition
of the right of each State to settle the
suffrage question for itself is merely
confirmatory of the stand taken by the
President.

WILSON LEADERS
BADLY WORRIED

Erstwhile Confidence Vanishes
Before Reports of Harmony

Among Republicans.
President Wilson's political man-

agers now realize that a desperate
fight must be made to reselect him.
They began laying plans today for a
determined campaign to defeat
Charles E. Hughes.

Until the news of the declination
of ('01. Itoosevelt to head a third
ticket reached the White House. the
Supporters of the President confident-
ly expected there would he two tick-
ets. They talked freely about a
"walkaway" and did not look forward
to the campaign with any fear.
There was soberness and gloom in

Democratic quarters yesterday. There
was lacking the confidence that has
prevailed heretofore. The coming
campaign is now regarded with great
seriousness.
The selection of a successor of Will-

Iam F. McCornb, as chairma"n of the
Democratic National Cnmittee may
be delayed a few days because of the
unexpected turn in the political situ-
ation.

President Wilson will make two
speeches this week, one at West Point
or. Tuesday and the other here Wed-
nesday in connection with the Flag
Day celebration. It is not expected
that the speech before the West Point
cadets will have any political sig-
nificance, but it is believed that the
President will "break loose" on Flag
Day and have something to say about
"Americanism."

In connection with the campaign it
is planned to draft practically all of
the Cabinet members into political
service as spellbinders. Secretaries
Lane, Baker, McAdoo and Daniels
have already arranged to make a se-
ries of speeches, but the exigencies of
the situation probably will bring out;
Secretaries Redfield, Wilson, and
Houston.
The Democrats are also worried aboutl

Mr. Bryan. They fear he may throw a
monkey wrench into the well-oiled ma-
chinery at the St. Louis convention.

It is believed that the real reason Sec-
retary of the Navy Daniels left Wash-
ington for St. Louis, four days before the
convention opens, was to use his Influ-
ence to restrain Mr. Bryan from ''start-
ing anything." Secretary Daniels was
Mr. Bryan's strongest supporter in the
Cabinet.
But if peace efforts fail and it is neces-

sary to fight Bryan, the administration
will take up the fight. If Bryan shows he
is looking for trouble the administration
plans not to let him "get away with it."

The report pub:ished Friday that an at-

tempt will be made to hook up the Read-
mg system with the Western Maryland
makes it more necessary for the latter
to have an inlet to the capital. With
Its Pittsburgh and Lake Erie connections,
which are said to have contributed
largely to the recent success of the
Western Maryland system, railroad men
regard an independent route into Wash-
ington as a great tie, d of the road.
