Pinehurst was the scene of much bom-
barding the past winter and the first
thought of the new arrival as she stepped
off the train at this resort, was that she
had landed on the other side of the
waters by mistake. She was soon reas-
sured, however, that such was not the
case and that the report of the shot-
gun and smell of powder meant only
pleasure, health and the best of sports
to the bombarders.
The Pinehurst women this year un-

der the guidance of Mrs. Frank Butler,
ketter known as Annie Oakley. have
taken up the sport of trapshooting, the
newest and most alluring of all the out-
door sports, and have had lessons every
morning Under this competent in-
structress.
A recent letter from Mrs. Butler says:
"Since coming here I have had 19

pupils of my own sex and a few boys.
One whole family started, and some of
my pupils have shown so much skill with
the rifle and shotgun that I am very
proud of them."
Eight hundred and nineteen new women

shooters In twenty weeks certainly speaks
well for the sport of trapshooting, and
when we consider that last summer there
were nearly 600 women who took part in
the "Beginners' Day Shoots" at the gun
clubs throughout the country it means'
that 1,400 recruits have joined the army
of women trap shots during the past
year.
Women and girls all over the country

have found out for themselves the fas-
cinations and delights of this splendid
outdoor sport, and since they have
learned that it is not alone a sport for
men they, too, enjoy breaking the elusive
blue rocks, and many of them have be-
come so proficient that they are able to
compete In tournaments and matches
with the male experts.
There are few trapshooting events

scheduled now in which women are not
asked to participate, and the men are not
only proud of them, but their hearts throb
with delight when they realise that they
have real comrades in their wives and
daughters who are not only interested,
but able to take part in their best loved
sport
At the Westy Hogan tournaments at

Atlantic City for the past two years a

number of women shooters from different
sections of the country made their entries
and received the heartiest of welcomes
from the "Hogans."
Women have taken part in the annual

trapshooting tournaments held in connec-
.ion with the Sportmen's show in New
York City for several years and have dis-
played wonderful skill in the handling of
the stotaun.
This year they are to take part in the

biggest of all the trapshooting tourna-
ments. the Grand American Handicap.
The Interstate Association for the en-

couragement of trapshooting, at their
annual meeting, decided that the woren
had earned their place in this important
event and the blistering August days will
see them from all parts of the country
lined up at the traps during Grand
American week at St. Louis.

Dave Wart-
nik can just sit back and take his
choice and collect the money. but
Williams is not built that way. He
has never picked soft ones. He has
virtually let the public do the picking
and Williams has done the fighting.
ils latest offer Is 35,000. win, lose or

draw, to box Lew Tendler. of Philly.
fifteen rounds at a Norristown club. The
only stipulation made is that the bout
shall be for the title at 118 pounds,
ringside. Williams is already matched
to meet Frankle Brown in Baltimore
on July 11 in a 15-round contest, when
the championship will be at stake,
and Manager Wartnik has offers from
all over the country for Williams'
servicc3. If he were to accept all
the offers he could clean up 315.000
Williams is having some say in ar-
n the next month.
"While Wartnik is his manager,

He is only 22
years of age, has the mental balance
of a man and the recuperative powers
of youth, and today believes that
there is not a boxer in the world who
scales 118 pounds ringside whom he
cannot beat. There are many boxers
who think otherwise, hence the flood
of challenges. The writer's advice to
all aspirants is get in the best possi-
ble condItion. Be prepared to take a
punch as well as give one, as recently
when Williams trimmed Billy Bevans
in a 10-round bout in Wilkes-Barre
the champion fought the best battle
of his career. Bevans received more
punishment in the last four rounds
of that contest than he did in his en-
tire ring career. He will tell you that
Williams can punch.''

1913, there were only thirty known wo-
men trapshooters in the United States.
and very few of them were active.
That spring a few outdoor sport-loving

women of Wilmington, Del.. fascinated
by the sport of trapshooting through
frequent visits to the local gun club,
made up their minds that they, too were
going to try their hand at breaking the
elusive clays. The gun club management
gave the ladles, permission to use the
club grounds one afternoon eaeh week
and also provided a competent idstructor
to teach them to shoot
On the first afternoon eleven ladies pre-sented themselves for instruction and

each week the number increased to such
an extent that by July it was deemed
advisable to organize a women's trap-
shooting club. Constitution and by-laws
were adopted and the name NemoursTrapshooting Club was selected for the
first women's shooting club.
Regular shoots were held each week and

the good work of the ladles and the
reports of the good times they were hav-
Ing influenced women In all parts of the
United States to get together and shoot
and while there have been no other or-
ganized women's trapshooting clubs there
are a number of auxiliaries to m's
clubs and a large number of women o
are shooting regularly with the men in
their weekly shoots.
Aside from the fascinations of trap-

shooting, we must consider the great
benefit of the sport to women and young
girls. As a arengthener of muscles and
a steadier of nerves it cannot be sur-
passed. It also causes women to lose all
signs of timidity and makes them fully
competent to take care of themselves un-
der all circumstances.
The frail, delicate girl starts out with

a little W-gauge shotgun and a corre-
spondingly small load. At first the gun
seems heavy and she looks in perfect
amazement at her chum' who can handle
a 12-gauge. After a few weeks, however,
her muscles become accustomed to their
new work and she Is able to put her gun
to her shoulder easily and gracefully. for
the is no longer conscious of the weight
of It. In six months' time she, too asks
to be promoted to the larger bore gun
and soon handles that as well as she
did the little 20-gauge.
The same little lady will tell you that

since she has been shooting her chest
has filled out and she is stronger than
she has ever been. Her dinner never
tastes so good to her as after a shoot and
the best night's rest of the week comes
after an afternoon at the traps. Most
gun clubs are situated in the suburbs of
towns so that an afternoon at the club
also means an afternoon in the pure,
fresh air; something that every one en-

joys.
To the women who know nothing of

the delights and benefits of trapshoot-
ing let me say-Don't miss one of the
best opportunities of your lifetime for
having real. genuine fun, but come out
and let us who have tasted of this most
enjoyable and beneficial sport initiate
you into our clubs and show you what
trapshooting is and how to enjoy the
sport of sports for women.
