PRESIDENT MAY ASK CONGRESS

FOR IMMEDIATE USE OF FORCES

WILSON TO DEMAND
AUTHORITY TO SEND
GUARDS TO BORDER

AMERICANS TRAPPED

BY FLAG OF TRUCE,
QUICKLY SHOT DOWN

Close Advisers of President Declares Congress Only Reports Come From Mexican Sources.

Will Be Appealed to Today—Train |
Arrangements All Made. i

El Paso, June 21.—Gen. Gonzales made a statement tonight over
the telephone to the correspondent for the Sun News Service, in which
he gave the Mexican version of the fight.

“This morning an American scouting party was captured by
Mexican troops near the town of Carrizal,” he said. “A short time
later the main body of the American force appeared and charged into
the town. The Carranzista troops defended the town. A desperate
battle followed, and it is still in progress.”

President Wilson will go before Congress today and demand that
he be given authority to send the forces of the army and navy of the
United States into Mexico to safeguard American life and property
and uphold the dignity of the Stars and Stripes.
