Disinterested citizens of Washington have been
making earnest appeals to the Senate Committee
on Appropriations in behalf of various important
projects and useful institutions not provided for
in the District bill as it was passed by the House.
The District’s revenues are ample for the main-
tenance of necessary existing institutions and to
provide for reasonable expansion and improve-
ment, if supplemented by a fair contribution from
the Federal Treasury, but the House measure does
not contemplate such fair contribution. It pro-
vides for the expenditure of all the money riised
by taxation in the District and a2 meager sum in
addition, leaving many important projects unpro-
vided for, to the detriment of the Nation's Capi-
tal. The present situation justifies every appre-
hensjon of disaster to follow the abolition of the
half-and-half system without the adoption of a
substitute.

Military Appropriations.

In the military appropriations bill as reported
to the Ho?le rovision is made for the pay of
105,000 enlisted men in the regular army, ex-

clusive of the various staff corps. This .would
not fall short of the actual requirements of an
enlisted force whose peace strength five years
hence would be 175,000 men, exclusive of troops
atfached to the commissary, signal and medical
services, which are treated as de COrps.

Among those who have succeeded in passing
by the microscopic eyes of the examining physi-
ciang it is moteworthy that practically all are
representative of the very best the city has to
give.

Many of them are not yet able to vote—boys
of eighteen, nineteen, and twenty. The enlist-
ment of these stands for a double patriotism—
their own, and that of their parents, whose writ-
ten consent is required by the muthorities. Of
the several hundred minors accepted thus far,
there is record of only one case where that
parental consent was withheld,

In the case of the more mature recruits two
stand out. Instead of using the opportu-
nity as a makeshift to be supported by the gov-
ernment, practically all bf them are leaving posi-
tions, and many of them positions of responsi-
bility.

Aside from the fact that they may be offering
their lives, their enlistment means, from the
very outset, 4 big financial loss. Ninety per cent
of the more mature men who have answered the
President’s call probably earn more in one week |
in their private business than the government
will pay them for a month.

And certainly there can be no comparison be-
tween the kind of work they have been doing
and that which, as soldiers, they will have to do.
The glory of combat, the thrill of defending your |
flag, of sacrificing your life gladly, if need be,
for that flag, is all very well. But that, after
all, is only a small part of the business of sol-
diering. .

New York, June 24.—Senator Lodge says
that in November, 1874, the elephant was intro-
duced in Harper's Weekly by Thomas Nast, the
cartoonist, to represent the Republican vote,
which at that time appeared to be timid and
unmanageable. It made an instantaneous hit
with the public generally, as did most every-
thing Nast drew, and was adopted as the party
emblem soon after.

Nast not only created the elephant as a
party symbol, but the tiger also and the Dem-
ocratic donkey as well. The caricaturist is said
to have adopted the donkey in January, 1870,
basing the selection on the Democratic party’s
reputed ability to do the wrong thing so care-
fully and persistently. !

The tiger as an attribute of Tammany is
shown by unofficial records to date from Tweed’s
downfall, in 1871. Engine Company No. 6, of
which Tweed had been a foreman, carried a
stuffed tiger on its engine, though nobody now
Secems to know why. So Nast, during the cru-
sade against the Tweed ring, having in mind
Tweed's connection both with the volunteer fire
department and with Tammany, symbolized the
latter in his cartoons as a tiger.

It is well to bear in mind that the original
tiger was a stuffed one. I know several people
who assert that the present tiger is of exactly

the same breed, but that's a matter of opinion.

As most of my Cerman assistants have
joined the army, I have engaged first-class tailors
from the prison camp at Holzminden

“Your toilets will be cut by Poles and French-
men who belong to the first London and Paris
establishments. [ beg you to take note of this”

Commenting upon this, the Nachrichten says:

“The war, with all its bloody sacrifices, has
thus been for nothing in so far as affecting feel-
ing in Germany. We are just as we used to be,
and continue worshiping the fashion devils of
Paris and London.”

It does seem odd for a German merchant in
Germany to Le lauding French and English cos-
tumes at the present moment. I'll het they are
not booming German costumes in Paris or Lon-
don. They have even barred sausages if the East
End of London as being an allied enemy's food.

An Englishman who is recently over from
London tells me that the war has really had the
effect of lessening crime in the Whitechapel sec-
tion of London, surprising as that statement may
seem. - In Hoxton, for instance, he says, rowdy-
ism is now a thing of the past and the police
compare the neighborhood te a well-regulated
suburb. Gangs with Wild West titles are not
heard of any more, and even the most notorious
corners are lacking in any “larrikin” element.

A mild sort of prosperity, he says, has de-
scended upon the district. Women whose hus-
bands are at the war are better off than at most
times; elderly men who used to make a precarious
living by doing odd jobs are now in regular em-
ployment, while there is an ever-increasing de-
mand for boy and girl labor. In the window of
almost every factory the notice, “Girl Hands
Wanted,” is conspicuous.

In this part of London generally, it seems
there is more work than people to do it. The
2bsence of German competition has given an ex-
traordinary impulse to the toy industry. The ey
is ever for more girls to fill the toys and work
the automatic machines that turn them out.

A herd of fine milch cows s badly need-
ed at the Naval Hospital at Las Animas,
Col., if the consumptives, under treat-
ment there are to recelve thes grade of
milk which their condition requires, ac-
cording to the report of Medical Director
George H. Barber, U. 8. N., recently sub-
mitted. 5

Medical Director Barber has represent-
ed to SBurg. Gen. Braisted the need of the
purchase of a amall strip of land near the
hospital where pasturage could bde ob-
tained and where dairy bulldings could
be erected. The milk supply for the Las
Animas hospital during the past year
cost over 12,500,

The director belleves he could purchase
& small group of Holstein heifers with
one or two blooded bulls at a very rea-
sonable price, and with this nucleus, start
& herd which would, In time, grow to the
necessary proportions and which would
ulso eut down the hospital's milk bill

Dr. Barber, aside from being a medieal
director, ls also & graduste of an agricul-
tural college and is an authority en agri-
cultural questions, The hospital Is at-
most entirely supported with money from
the naval hosp!tal fund which comes from
the pay of the enlisted men, and Inas-
much as the expense of the institution
has not been lald upon Congress, the di-
rector belleves it {g but reasonable fer
the House and Sepalé to afree on & meas-
ure which, if fixed at 325,000 in one lump
sum, would be sufficient to cover expenses
and would. in time, lower the hospital's
milk bill by $8,000 l. !'enr
