1t was a story which con-
tained the elements of “Pippa Passes,”
and I was to play the part of a little
ragged girl who went through the world
singing to the accompaniment of a man-
dolin and wakening the latent virtues in
cold and hardened hearts

“All you have to do,” Mr, Griffith in-
structed me, "is to walk through the
s'ene as naturally as gon can, your fin-
grs idly strumming the madolin as you
pass by, and in your eyes an expression
which must be born of your deep love
for humanity.”

It seems, perhaps, such an easy thing
