KILLS RACERS
Trio ofThoroughbredsOwned
by Belmont and Butler Are
Killed at Empire Track.

Yonkers. N. Y., July 12-A lightnig
bolt killed three thoroughbreds at the
Empire City track today, besides causing
fright among the spectators by shatter-
ing the flag pole on the grand stand and
damaging the stand.
The bolt drove through the barn where

the Belmont and Butler strings were
stabled, killing August Belmont's 2-year-
olds, Cockleshell and Nancy Fair. and in-
jured the Butler 3-year-old. Variety, so
badly it had to be destroyed.
The storm came immediately after the

first race, while the horses were being
led out for the second. The bolt struck
the barn immediately after Malachite. the
favorite. had been lkd down the runway.
Malachite didn't live up to expectations,
being outrun by the 5-to-i shot. Pan Maid.
hut even that is better than being dead.
A couple of stable boys were knocked out
by the rhock.

Tarrytown selling stakes, Basin. an out-
sider. showing the favorite. Sun God, the
way home.
