Of late have come many complaints of
a serious nature from dealers, garage-
men and repairmen in practically all sec-
tions of the country. The trouble which
causes the complaint is the rapidity with
which the modern motor accumulates
carbon deposit. Just where the trouble
lies is difficult to state authoritatively
though undoubtedly some-If not much-
of it is due to faulty oiling systems. But
he the cause what it may. one result is
sure, and that is that an additional bur-
den is placed on the dealer.
Practically every shop has troubles of

this sort to contend with day In and day
out, and makes of care which have this
fault are the rule rather than the ex-
ception. Neither is the trouble limited to
a price class, but is found in the best
and cheapest as well.
The fault seems squarely up to the

manufacturer, and In view of the fact
that dealers are often forced to include
necessary repair work they are called
upon to do under the head of free service,
a direct loss to the deal r results.
What usually happens i this: The pis-

tons are tight enough when they leave
the factory, but due to lubrication sys-
tems of faulty design, they wear too
rapidly, with the result that soon they
are no longer sufficiently nil-ttght Occa-
sionally, also faulty workmanship or ma-
terial gives the same result.
Scraping the carbon out Is only a tem-

porary remedy. Permanent re:ief can
only he obtained by cuttmg an ,:1 groove
in the piston below the rings and drilling
holes from it to the interior, or else drill-
:r holes at the lower edge of the lower
rit, groove. Sometimes even this is not
sufficient and new pistons must be fitted.
All this means <-xtra troule for the

dealer as well as extra expense in many
cases. Furthermore, the inconvenience
and expense to which the owner may be
put is a serious detriment and may cause
loss ol sales.
