Varied Program for Visitors
During Stop at

Washington.
Three hundred members of the Knights

of Columbus from Chicago will arrive at
Union Station tomorrow evening at 5
o'clock on a tour of Washington. Old
Point Comfort. New York City. Albany.
Niagara Falls and Detroit.
The Washington Knights of Columbus

have arranged an elaborate program for
their entertainment. A large delegation
will meet the Chicago Knights at Union

Station. where an address of welcome
will be made by Dr. J. Roaier Biggs,
who will present the party with a man-
moth key. The key is marked as follows:
"The key to our city," and on the reverse
side "the key to our hearts. presented
by Washington Knights to St. James
Boosters. August 7. 1916." A group photo-
graph will be taken in front of the Co-
lumbus Monument. and while a cornet
solo of "The Star Spangled Banner" is
being played by Jerome Goldsmith. three
American Bags will be lowered from the
large staffs in front of Union Station.
On the following day the Bureau

of Engraving and Printing, the Wash-
ington Monument and other public
buildings will be visited and a pil-
gmage will be made to Mount
Vernon, where a large floral wreath will
be placed on the tomb of Washington by
the visiting Knights. After the party
leaves Meunt Vernon they will visit
Arlington and then proceed to Columbus
Comntry Club. where dinner will be
served the entire party.

Layman in Pulpit Cites Lack of Faith
'and Love Among the

Churchgoers.

ample set us by Christian Scientists
should put to shame every complaining.
growling Christian on the face of the
earth." said Dr. William K. Nadler, noted
Chicago physician and Chautauqua lec-
turer, in his sermon this week before a
large audience at the twenty-seventh
annual aesembly of the Bay View Camp
Ground Association of the Methodist
Episcopal Church. Then the audience sat
up and took notice. "I am not a preach-
er. I am a physician,' continued Dr.
Sadler. "so you can't try me for heresy.
You should be thankful that I have as
much religion as I've got.
"The Christian religion, if universally;;ved. would banish all illness and dis-

aster. and the time is coming when love
will guide us away from the tortures of
feeling. An evangelist once asked me
how I expected him to bring men to GodIf not through a fear of hell. I told him
to lead them by teaching the love of God
that brings sinners to repentance.

Many think they have offended God
because they have a chronic illness. Their
soul can soar above that. They can be
made perfect by their faith."
