NET M DEPOSITS
INCREASE DURINi WEEK
LmuSa Show Gain of $11.190.000. and

Surplus Decines to Extent
of $2,202,860.

New York. Aug. 26.-The weekly bank

statement today confirmed reports of pub-
lic participation In the stock market that
grew as the week progressed. The actual
statement of condition at the close of
business Friday night showed an increase
of 4,032,00 in net demand deposits
which is another way of saying that
brokers' loans have increased about that
much. The loans showed an increase of
1"1.19D.000 and the surplus is decreased
S2"2.mO That the borrowing was heavi-
,st at the end of the week is proved by
the average figures which show an in-
crease of 33,040.000 in net demand de-
posits, a decrease of $6.00.000 in loans, an
increase of 314.065.760 in reserves.
Thus it appears that the public really

has begun to pay attention to Wall
Street. The bankers who have charge of
the market are well aware of this and
the pools are all on guard at important
point.
Possibility of a railroad strike furnished

a good excuse for the reaction, and while
nobody in Wall Street believed in it, the
idea was spread to account for a reaction
that, in the absence of strike talk, would
have been based on the disaster in the
wheat and cotton fields. But much to
Wall Street's astonishment the strike that
was ridiculed is beginning to look real-
istic. As Wall Street always believes
in a thing just as all danger of it is past.
this frame of mind is almost enough
to justify the positive statement that
all danger of the strike is past.

them to the close of the market. Compe-
tent rotton experts are talking 20 cents a

pound, as a probable price of options if
there should be a strike. Without a
strike they do not expect that price to be
reached for two or three months

Condition General as Well as Local.

Demand in New York Attributed
to British Loan.

Trading in bonds featured the sessions
of the Washington Stock Exchange dur-
ing the past week. This condition was
not confined to local exchange, but also
characterized trading at the other princi-
pal exchanges of the country. In New
York. the big British loan was mainly
responsible for this situation.
During the week there was great de-

mand here for Potomac Electric Consoli-
dated 5s. On Friday there was a request
for between $50.000 and $60,000 worth of
these bonds. but none were offered. The
total bond sales for the week amount to
$12,000.

cent. for the previous fiscal year.
With the outbreak of the Furopean

war, in August. 1914. the export business
of this country was demoralized. A
few months thereafter, however, some
export business began to move, being
those products required for war pur-
poses or food for the allies. consisting
mostly of iron, steel, acids, cotton duck.
grain and explosives.

Last Year.

According to figures published by the
American Contractor, Washington was
one of the fifty-three cities of the coun-
try to show a gain in building operationsin July, 19M6, as compared with July of
last year. Washington, with total Opera-
tions amounting to 11,814,753 for July. 1916,
as against $1,424.207 for the corresponding
month of last year shows a healthy gain
of 27 per ent.
Fifty-a cities throughout the country

showed a loss, but the reports from 105
leading cities showed a total In building
investments for July of $1126 i752, as
against $67,06,722 for July of I915, an in-
crease of 83 per cent. This tremendous
gain is due to the new building regula-
tions sdopted by the board of estimates
In New York City, which has limited the
height of buildings. Prospective builders
of skyscrapers rushed plans and hadthem

tiled before the new law goes Into
effect. Many of these buildings mayl
never be constructed, and eliminating the
huge increase caused by this sudden filing
of plans, the country shows a modestan of 2 per cent.
Real estate deals In Washington during

the past week dropped off, compared
with the preceding week, both In number
of sales and volume of business. A total
of 121 deals involving 3"3 lots and parcels
of real estate was effected. The business
for the corresponding week in 1915 wasidentical with these figures. Business was
evenly distributed throughout the week.
The purchase of the Department of

Justice building, 1435 and 1437 K street
northwest, for 175.00 and the sale of a
tract of vacant ground for $100.0 during
the week registered the highest figures in
real estate deals thus far during 1916.
The Department of Justice Building was

purchased by Mrs. Henrietta M. Halliday,
who Is the largest investor for the week.
The sale was conducted by the American-
Security and Trust Company, trustee.
The Capital Traction Company's sale of

a tract of vacant land opposite its car
barns on Fourteenth and Decatur streets
northwest to Charles E. Wire. Incorpo-
rated, for $100,000 was the second largest
deal of the week. The land will be in-
proved.
Nine homes of colonial style architec-

ture at the corner of Sixteenth and East
Capitol streets were completed last week
and placed on the market. The homes
face the site of the proposed new Eastern
1igh School. They are of two-story
tapestry brick construction, with an airI
chamlber and attic, deep cellars under the
entire house, commodlous front verandas.
