WOMEN PLUNGE
FROM BURNING
SHIP; RESCUED

Eight Society Belles and Three
Men Leap Into Sea as »
Launch Blazes.

(By the International News Serviee.)

Atlantle City, N. J., Bept. L—A big
crulsing launch, afire from stern to stern,
while women with their clothing afire,
plunged one by one into the sea—this was
the spectacie today about five miles from
the inlet,

Elght women and thres men, all of so-
cial prominence here, had gone for &
pleasurs trip in the Skibo, a eabin cruiser
belonging to Judge Allen B. Endicott.

Their terrifying adventure, which re-
sulted in burns and shock to all, followed
an explosion of gasoline that ls supposed
to have escaped from a leaking tank.

Capt. Samuel Jeffries, engineer of the
boat., was so badly burned that he |s ex-
pected to die. One of the women snd
two of the men are in the city hospital.

Those on board bealdes Judge Endicott
and Capt. Jeffries were: Mrs. W, B, Un-
derwood, of New York; Mre. 5. L. Ire-
land, of Pennington, N. J.;Miss Marion
Wilson, of Rahway, N, J.; Mra, H. Ken-
dall Read, of Philadelphia; Miss Bertha
Taylor, of Martinshurg, Pa.; Mrs. George
Pennington, Mrs. Allen D, Endicott and
Mrs. Edith Tyle, of Atlantic City; Paul
Endicott, son of the judge, and H. Ken-
dall Read, his son-in-law.

Jeffries, who was below deck when the
explosion oceurred; had most of his
clothing burned from his body. All the
men worked frantically to put the fire
out, but it was a hopeless task.
