| URGED AS AID TO TRADE

Columbus, Ohio, Sept. 13.—Chalirman
Edward N. Hurley, of the Federal Trade
Commission, speaking before the Banlk-
ers’ Association today, strongly urged
American capital to establish foreign
branch banks and agencles as a stimula-
tion and aid to foreign trade.

Brief to Be Filed Shortly Against Rail-
roads and Coal Companies.

The Department of Justice Is marshall-
Ing its legal forces for a final attempt
to break up the combination between the
eastern rallronds and anthracite coal pro-
ducers, It was announced here yesterday.
By next Monday or Tuesday the govern-
ment will file its brief in the Supreme
Court of the United States in the cases
against the Lehigh Valley Rallroad
Company and many subsidiary concerns,
Including coal mines. The Lehigh Valley
owns many coal mines, the government
alleges,

The Department of Justice will tell the
high court that by means of interlocking
directorates the raflroad and coal com-
panies have been able to maintain a tight
combination in restraint of trade. This,
the Department, will argue, lg in deflance
ol the Sherman Law,

The directors sitting on both the rail-
road ‘and coal company boards, are
among the biggest Wall Street financiers.
