whereby the consumer in some placed
pays as high as 10 cents a gallon. it was
found that these prices are those which
are charged by lunch rooms and restan-
rants where milk Is sold by the glaw and
It Is therefore not a fair scale by which
to judge the majority of sales.
Milk dealers are forced to sell at whole-

sale at a low price, owing to the quantity
of mlk cid. but in the house-to-house
trade, which Is generally regarded as the
retail market. dealers receive about N
cents a gallon. The trade in these chn-
nels comprises from one-fourth to one
half of the entire quantity of milk sold
In the District.
This leaves about three-fourth* of the

city's milk supply to be sold at the
wholesale rates. which at present are be-
tween 21 and 3 cents a gallon. At those
rates., the dealers contend. It Is Imposel-
ble to operate at a profit, as they are now
forced to pay to the producer 15 and If
cents In summer and the winter priced
reach as high as 21 cents per kallon.
The problem of the milk industry as

outlined by the. meeting Tuesday seems
to be the finding of some method
whereby they may make a profit oi
-the wholesale business.
According to Judson C. Welliver the re-

suit of the conference Tuesday, which
will be reported to the producers' asso-
elation at its meeting Saturday, is that
there can be no increase in the price of
milk paid to producers'without a general
increase of the price to the ultimate con-
sumer.

SCHOOL BOARD GIVES
PLAYGROUNDS TO CITY

of citizens' organizations and to those
who had petitions to place their mattersbefore the board. Dr. Wilbur F. Crafts,
superintendent of the International Re-
form Bureau, petitioned the board for
permission to place upon the wall of
each' schoolroom a chart showing theHoly Commandments, am they appear in
the King James' version of the Bible-
Exodus, 20. He said this versio has tho
indorsement of twenty-six different re-
ligious sects and denominations, and hasheen in use in mixed schools for more
than twenty-five years. The Command-
ments are not arranged according tonumbers. but according to context.

LD.. Crafts made his plea, he said. inth" interests of nublio welfare. He
showed statistics to the effect that twen-
tv million children in the United States
do not attend church or Sunday school.
and have no opportunity for religioustraining. Fifteen million, he stated, be-
tween the ages of 5 and 20, have neverbeen to Sunday school at all. He saidthat the Commandments are placed onthe walls of Canadian schools.
In addition to the movement to placethe charts on the schoolroom walls, Dr.('rafts intends putting in the hands ofevery teacher and each school principalthe book of selections from the Scrip-tures, made by the Union Bible Commit-tee. Fifteen thousand dollars has beenraised to Put the books in the schools.Already they are used in many States,having the indorsement of all denomina-tions of Christians, and of Jews as well.
"My books,' 'said Dr. ca fts, "haveselected passages for readi.z on holi-days, stormy days, sunshiny days and

even for football season."- I will placethem in the hands of the teachers, in-dependent of any action the board mighttake. Then they can use them at theirdiscretion." Dr. Crafts says that it isthe policy of his association to placethe books in all schools where readingof the scriptura is compulsory. He
read a letter from Cardinal Gibbons in-dorsing his plan.
Secretary Harry 0. Hine, of the board,read a letter giving a plan for the con-

servation of paper. The proposal is tohave the city divided into six districts,in each of which the schools will not
only save their own waste paper, butalso provide r-ceptacles for such paper
as the children can collect in theirneighborhoods.
This supply will then be sold toLewis I-opfenmaler, contractor for the

collection of waste paper, at the rateof 42 1-2 cents per hundred poun~s. This,
it is believed, will help solve the paperproblem. The board accepted the pro-
posal and will act upon it. The moneyobtained through the sale of paper will
be used for the school playgrounds.
