So today a bank president called in sev.

eral newspaper reporters and. lining them
Up in front of- his desk, informed them
that Ambassador Gerard is bringing a
plea, for peace from Germany. Meantime
skillful brokers with the proper orders
were hammering the market on the ex-
change.
The result of the break was palmed off

on the public as a peace scare. The bank-
ers overlooked a very important part of
their stage setting. letting the scene shift-
er., so to speak. walk out In front of the
stars at the dramatic moment, for they
forgot to put German Exchange up a few
points, as it wou:d have gone if the peace
talk had been serious.
The whole affair was so evidently a

feat of theatrical manipulation that even
fore the ccse of the market traders re-

covered their wits and many of them re-
covered their stocks.
Now that the tong-expected and much-

needed reaction has been accomplished,
the bankers are supremely bullish again
en the market. The writer of this column

A rate of 31-2 per cent for discount of
member banks' promissory notes matur-
Inug from one to fifteen days wee ap-
proved yesterday by the Federal Reserve
Board.

The United States Steel Corporation
will publish its September unfilled ton-
nage statement next Tuesday. Very lit-
tle change is looked for, due to sold-up
conditions of mills. The failure of steel
mills to show large tonnage gains is due
to their inability to book new business.

There have been some Important de-
veloprnents in Westinghouse Electric's
munitions contracts which will have a
favorable result to the company. It is
understood that one of the developments
Is the reaching of an agreement extend-
ing time for production of rifles under
contract with the Russian government
and changing methods of Inspection bywhich the completed rifle. will be passed
upon instead of the fhdividual parts be-
Ing inspected separately before the
weapon Is assembled.

A report from Baltimore yesterday
stated that the Cosden Gas Company has
drilled in a well flowing 500 barrels of
oil daily on the Maxey tract at Leonard,
Okla. This is the third well brought in
by the company in the last two weeks,
the other two being in Cushing field and
flowing 200 and 400 barrels respectively.
The Great Northern reports an increase

In gross earnings for September of $102,
373, and a three-months' increase of $3,714.-
901.

Copper exports from Atlantic ports for
the week ended October 5 were 3,221 tons.
For the period since October 1 exports
have totaled 1,900 tons, as compared with
4,627 tons for the corresponding period a
year ago.

It is reported that directors of the
Southern Railway Company are prepar-
ing to retire about one half of the $10,
000,000 collateral notes maturing in March
next out of earnings for the year ended
June 30 last and that payment of the bal-
ance will be arranged for. This may de-
lay action on preferred dividends, but
should generally strengthen the position
of the property, in the view of New York
financiers.

High Prices Fail to Che

Says Dun's-Want
Bradstreet

New York, Oct. 4.-Dun's weekly review

will say tomorrow:
It is an economic phenomenon that the

highest prices of modern times, while
causing natural hesitancy in certain
quarters, fall to check the growth of
business. Coats in many lines, in spite
of the previous extensive advance, are
still rising steadily and in some cases
rapidly. yet each week the magnitude of
demand, continuing after months of un-
precedented buying, becomes more note-
worthy. There is not an industry of any
kind, in which orders following the sum-
mer demand, are not increasing.
Nearly all of the works throughout the

country are covered by contracts ex-

tending well into the future and the
chief problem confronting producers as it
has been for sonia time, is the question of
making deliveries with the desired
rromptness. Operations everywhere are
strained to the utmost to meet the no-
table requirements, but outputs are not
easily augmented, as the scarcity of raw
materials increases and labor shortage
and wage controversies prevent full run-
ning of machinery in a number of in-
stances. The lack of sufficient rolling
stock, which becomes more pronounced
as the crops are marketed in large vol-
ume. also hinders shipments and fears
that supplies may later prove even more
difficult to obtain are a factor In the
heavy buying.
Distribution at retail varies with the

weather. but maintains a high average
and even in the regions where crop re-
sults have been disappointing consump-
tion does not appreciably lessen, because
the advanced prices for farm products
compensate for the diminished harvests.
With the government report indicating
further deterioration, cotton has risen to
the highest level since 1910. and of the
one hundred and one changes in the 331
commodity quotations regularly compiled
by Duns review SO were gains and 21
iosses this week.
Not in any previous month this year Or

In any other year. have bank clearings
equalled the September daily average,
more than 3900.0.000 at 131 leading cen-
ters. Yet the gain of 47.4 per cent over
1915 obviously does not mean that in ac-
tual volume business was that much
larger. With prices of many commodi-
ties rising steadily and in some cases
swiftly, more money is naturally required
to pay for the same quantities, while the
great activity in the stock market has
been an important factor in swelling the
exchanges.

Consequently
current reports merely accentus.te those
regarding past activity and it is evident
that jobbing trade, mail order business
and distribution by retail dealers is of
record proportions.

Is active; retail trade at the East, here-
tofore held bacy by the epidemic of in-
fantile paralysis', haa been greatly stimu-
lated by the belated opening of schools,
and advances in cotton goods, with con-
ceded inability to fll all needs, have
made it imperative for some manufac-
turers to notify buyers that their orders
will have to be reduced.

"Fall festivals have accelerated the
spurt, have caused additions to alreay
overtaxed books and country merchants.
who are more optimistic than ever, are
buying freely. Steel mills are taking busi-
ness with the understanding that deliver-
les are to be made at their convenience;
