81,847,788 for depreciation, more than three
times a8 much as in the same period in
1915, and had remaining a profit of $8,379,-
2. This was almost 100 per cent Ereater
than In the third quarter last year. Un-
filled orders as of September 30 amounted
to 76,604 tons, a total of 352,601 tons
greater than twelve months before,
