
REY. GEORiE E. REED
PREACHES AT FOUNDRY

Will Fill Methodist Pulpit Until Pas-
tor Is Named.

Rev. George Edward Reed. D. D., LL.
D., of Harrisburg. Pa.. will occupy the
pulpit of Foundry Methodist Episcopal
Church tomorrow morning and evening,
preaching from the theme. "An Interview
with Paul in the Year 64." and in the
evening. "By Kindness."
Dr. Reed was born In the State of

M1e. and received his education in
Wesleyan University. later graduating
from the Theological Seminary of Boston
University. He then entered the ministry
of the Methodist Episcopal Church. serv-

Ing for eighteen years in important
charges in Massachusetts and Connecti-
cut. then for nine years in Brooklyn. in-
cluding two pastorates in Hanson Place
Church, at that time the largest church
in Methodism.
He was elected president of Dickinson

College in 188. which position he filled for
over twenty-two years. He was State
librarian for Pennsylvania during 1898-
ISU. declining the nomination for L-
brarian of Congiess. proffered by Presi-
dent McKinley.
Dr. Reed will supply the pulpit of

Foundry Church until the appointment
of a regular oastor to succeed Rev. Will-
lam R. Wedderspoon.
