Berlin (via SBayville wireless), Oct. 14.—
One million eight hundred thousand fresh
allied troops—ninety divisions—engaged In
three and a half months on the Bomme

“Four divisions after a second engage-
ment were routed to such a point that
they had to be employed behind the lines
but on eritical days they werse thrown
into battle again.”
