Cross surgeon, in his volume under that
title, which is one of the most Interest-
ing human documents that has come out
of the Eurcpean welter from an Ameri-
can source.

Dr, Downer was with the American
Red Cross units in Belgrade when the
Berbian capital was taken by the Aus-
trians; he was there when the Berbs re-
toock the city; he saw the Austro-Teutonic
forceas again get possession, and he pass-
ed through the horrifying aftermath,
when plague and pestilence completed
agencies of war.

All through the story of this brave
American surgeon’s work for the people
of the stricken Balkan state and for the
war's victims from all the forces en-
gaged in the bloody conflict, there runs
a vein of unqualified admiration for th(‘|
SBerbs as a herole people. The fact that
vermin i{s almost unavoldable in that
country -and that sanitation is quite un-
