New York, Oct. 26.-The result of no

election can be a certainty until the
votes are counted. But there are always
Pre-election pointers which indicate al-
most unerringly what the result will be.
There have been many polls taken

showing various results, but the only of-
ficial indications of the political trend in
the country have been in the primary
elections. These, In all the States where
the battle between the two political -par-
ties is being fought out, show an over-

whelming Republican sentiment.
For instance. in the primary of the

State of Washington. 214,00 Republican
votes were cast, and only 34.000 Demo-
cratic. It is said that some Democrats
voted for Republicans who will vote their
own ticket in the November election. It
is inconceivable that 100,000 Democrats
voted thus in the primary election, which
would have to be the case for the Demo-
crats to win.
Wisconsin. Michigan, Illinois, Kansas,

Ohio. California. New York and New Jer-
sey all show the same Republican trend.

The clatms have been made that the
Democrats will carry Pennsylvania, and
vet the enrollment made within the past
week In Philadelphia was 242.49 Republi-
cans and only 35.79 Democrats.
The actual primary returns indicate to

roe that the Repuhlicans will carry these
groups of States:
New England-44 votes.
.iIddle States-100 votes.
Middle West-181 votes.
PactfIc Coast-25 votes.
Either no primaries have been held, or

no results are available in the Rocky
mmtain group. consisting of the States

of Idaho. T'tah,. Wyoming, Montana. Colo-
rado, Nevada and New Mexico, csting
thirty votes. Four of these States. cast-

inz fourteen votes, are dependably Re-
publican. and four, casting sirteen votes,
usually are Democratic.
The Southern States. Alabama, Arkan-

sa.s. Florida. leorgia. Louisiana. Missis-
sip. North Carolina. South Carolina,
Virzinia and Texas aggregating 114 elec-
toral votes, are Democratic beyond ques-
tion.
The Dakotas and Nehraska form a group

consisting of eighteen votes, of which
the two Dakotas. with ten votes, are re-
garded as safely Republican. while Ne-
brsska, with nine votes, is debatable.
The remaining States. Krentuckv (thir-

teen), Tennessee (twelve). Maryland
(eight). Missouri teighteen). Oklahoma
(ten), and West VIrginia (eight), may be
classed as debatable with indications at
this time that the Republicans will get
thirty-four and the Democrats thirty-five
of their sixty-nine votes.
