HSome detalls of Bethlehem's expansi
became known last summer, after the
Pennsylvania Steel Company was bought,
but Charles M. Schwab emphasized the
scope of the undertaking im & speech at a
luncheon given him In 8t Louls by the
Members' Conference of the Business
Men's League.
For ten years the Bethlehem man has
rbeen plowing the bulk of earnings back
into the property, with the result that net
asgels applicable to the common stock are
considered to be equal to more than 3510
per ghare,

Of the total expenditures planned ap-
proximately $50,000,000 will be devo to
the Pennsylvania and Maryland
companles. The corying need for big
plates for shipbullding s expected to
bring about the comstruction of several
big rolling mills at Steelton, Pa., which,
with new coke ovens and blast furnaces,
will require the outlay of $35,000,000. Last
August the Bethlehem bought 152 acres
of iand near the Maryland Steel Com-
pany's site, and $20,000,000 all told will be
apent lo increase the Maryland's output

The home plant at Bethiehem will re-
celve about 33,000,000 In additions and
betterments. The company is understood
to have orders on hand, Including shell
contracts, amounting to 300,000,000, and
the profit this year Is estimated at around
$90,00,000,
