Should the next Congress be
Republican, only Champ Qlark, Major-
ity Leader Claude Kitchit, Represen-1
tative Fitzgerald. chairman of the
appropriations commree. and men of
similar length of service and experi-
ence would figure in the distribution
of patronage.

Besides these positions. there are
numerous places, known as session
jobs, which include appointments in
the folding room, document room, and
other branches which are. active only
when Congress is in session.
With the margi'i so slender, the

members not affiliated with the two
big parties may be granted conces-
sions in return for their vote in the
speakership contest. Democrats as-
serted yesterday that Representative
Meyer London, of New York, would
not be counted with the Republicans
if the issue were close, and they claim
that Alvan T. Fuller, of Massachusetts.
whose victory was made possible by
Democratic support, will line up wIth
their party on the speakership.

It is but another il-
lustration of how big results flow from
small and seemingly insignificant causes."
Mr. Hughes. to get that snub straight

on the record, went out to California
hefore the Republican primary. at a
time when Johnson was in a bitter con-
test for the Republican nomination for
United States Senator. Mr. Hughes not
only did not mention Johnson's name or
candidacy, but was reported to have <de-
(lined to meet him before the primaries
on the ground that he did not care to be
embroiled in a factional fight.
