Against this is the low standard o

salaries for government workers fix
ed by Congress in a great majority o
cases many years ago and utterly in
adequate to meet the present-da
prices for actual necessities of life.

pledging themselves to the service of the
nation as well as of their btate. The
principal objection is to the six-year term
of enlistment.
There is no way to compel the militia-

men to take this oath, but It they re-
fuse, it means that they must quit their
militia organizations In present service.
for unless they take the oath, they may
not receive federal pay, arms, or equip-
ment. No man may enlist In a militia
organization from now on unless he will
take the dual oath.
The scheme of national defense based

upon the federalizing of the militia has
been a failure, in the opinion of the ma-

jority of army officers. The Hay bill con-

templated an increase of 400,000 in the
National Guard, hut thus far the recruit-
Ing has merely kept pace with the losses
through discharge.
In the drill season for the militiamen

which is now at hand the program of
training and instruction as prepared by
the militia bureau of the War Depart-
ment will be more rigid than any hereto-
fore attempted.

Radical change must be made in the
law providing for the organization of thel
United Stat,- army as the result of the
experience of the National Guard on the
Texas border, according to a high militia
officer.
The opinion of this officer, which is re-

flective of that of a majority of his fel-
low-officers, has a definite value,
"Our service." he says. "has clearly

demonstrated that National Quard troops
cannot be utilized as a part of the first
line of national defene,.. Such a use of
the Guard is utterly foreign to its pur-
pose and organization. The new military
law which contemplates suh service willi
have to he radically amended.

Our men went to the front cheerfully
and gladly. They did not have a agtare
deal in the Spanish-American War and
they wanted to show that they werel
ready and willing. But they did not have
the training. They did not have the ex-
perience. Soldiers are not made over
ni;ht. Guardsmen do not fit Into a
scheme which is designed to place them
on the same footing as first line troops.
Guardsmen and regulars cannot reason-
able be expected to co-operate efficiently."

WATCHMAN PROTESTS.
Federal Ehploye Telle of Working
Seven Days a Week on Smal Wage.

Editor The Washington Herald:
The Treasury watchmen would give

thanks if we could spend some of the
holidays at home with our families. We
are on duty from Monday to Sunday and
on all holidays. some of us past 70, and one
day a week for relaxation would help us.
The other departments give their men
one day off. Why I the Secretary not
interested in the welfare of men who
during warm weather are on the verge of
collapse for a change. Since 1890 I have
been getting the paltry sum of Seo a
month for seven days' work a week.

I was unable to give my family a
Thanksgiving dinner.
