THE WASHINGTON

STATE AND FEDERAL
OFFICIALS CO-OPERATE

Enforcement of Food and Drug Act
Aided by Unified Effort.

Work accomplished by co-operative ef-
forts of ofticials charged with enforce-
ment of the Federal food and drugs act
and officlals who enforce SBtate laws reg-
ulating ce in simil products, is
outlined In the annual report of the
chlef of the Bureau of Chemistry, U. B,
Department of Agriculture. The office
of State co-operative food and drug con-
trol, established in 1914, hag provided a
quick method of distributing information
to prevent a manufacturer from dispos-
ing of his adulterated products.

Federal and State officlals have united
to improve the food supply In definite
localities and to correct specific abuses in
the production and sale of particular
products. These officials co-operated in
sanitary control of milk supply of small

cities near Btate boundaries in Illinois,
Towa, Missourl, Kansas, Nebraska and
In New England. The part of the supply
that came from other BStates could best
be handled under Federal law, applying
to all foods and drugs shipped into inter-
state mmme.ﬂu.

Importance of Overseas Commerce Em-
phasized by Dr. E. E. Pratt.

The development of American foreign
trade during the second year of the war
Is the principal theme of the annual re-
port .made public today by Dr. Edward
Ewing Pratt, chief of the Bureau of For-
eign and D tie C ce, t-
ment of Commerce,

Particular attention is ealled to changes
in the character of American foreign
trade during the last fiscal year.

“Our foreign trade (and especially
our exports) has increased at a tre-
mendous rate,” says the report. “During
the last fiscal year the United Btates has
had a forelgn trade greater than that of
any other country during any year. An-
other notable fact is that there has been
& marked shifting in the character of
our foreign trade. Most Important of all,

for most of us to establish a home of

The importance of foreign trade is fl-
lustrated by the effect of changed trade
conditions during the early months of
the war in the wheat-growing and ocot-
ton-growing BStates. The increased de-
mand in Europe for American wheat
ushered in a remarkable period of pros-
perity In such States as Minnesota and
the Dakotas. while the decreased demand
for cotton has just the opposite effect
in the Southern Btates, where cotton is
the staple crop. Thesse two experiences,
so different in character, have opened the
eyes of those who dld not appreciate the
value of foreign markets.

“To the manufacturer, however,” says
the report, “foreign trade means some-
thing more than an increased demand for
his products, The average [actory Is
probably producing at not more than T
per eent capacity.

*“Emphasis should be laid on the fact
that foreign trade considerably Increases
the general stability of business condi-
tions In & country. A widely distributed
forelgn trade means greater average sta-
bility. In most countries of the world

prosperity or depression (in faet, buwsi-
ness conditions in general) depend to a
considerable extemt upon agricul and
the state of the market for agricultural
products.”
