Big. Gen. Mama Uaae to lT hen

Brig. Gen. William A. Mann, of the
militia division, U. S. A., wa unable
to tell the governors just why the State
militia organizations have not ben re-
turned to their respective States, when
asked that question yesterday at the
closing session ef the Governors' Con-
forefos. He said General Fuston ha
been tested with supreme control of
border affairs and he was the only per-
son who could answer the question or
say whef the militia could be expected
home.
Governor Manning, of South Ceroiinn,

told the army oficer he believed the
National Guard was doomed. Gen. Man
answered that unless the Federal and
State governments co-operated to rem-
edy the lax conditions revented by the
elobilisation. National Guard enaiciency
would be saattered. He urged the State
executives to work for a higher standard
in State troop organisations.
Governor Dunne. of Illinois, declared

the Federal government ordered Illinois
troops to the border which have not men
anY service. He said It was unfair to
ke4 a few regiments there all this time.
General Mann reminded him that an
army officer had no authority to discuts
such a suggestion.
The Illinois waterway proje.t, to con-

nect Lake M' higan and the Gulf of Mex-
ico with a deepwater channel. recived a
great deal of attention. Gov. Dunne said
1ailroads were responsible for opposition
the project has encountered.
Secretary Daniels was host to the gov-

ernors yesterday afternoon. He took
them to Mount Vernon on the naval
yacht Dolphin.
