"Fats and Their Economical Use in the
Home." prepared by the office of home
economics.

er. but less sanitary product. In some
Instances, where taste or favor only is
Involved, a less expensive table fat may
answer quite satisfactorily. Good grades
of cottonseed -and peanut oils may be
used when these are less expensive than
corresponding grades of olive oiL
"In selecting shortening fats favor and

odor are to be considered. but attradve
appearance and color are of less im-
portance."
