In second place is Grover Alexander,
of the Phils, and, of course, Grover ia
known the country over as a corking
piteher from the right-hand side of the
slab. Grover allowed a trifle over one
run per nine Innings.

Next in the averages come Rube Mar-
quard. of the Dodgers; Eppa Rixey, of
the Phils, and Wilbur Cooper, of the
Pirates.
