Senate Committee Takes Up

Railway Act Today.
Legislative consideration of the re-

current strike crisis in the railroad
situation will begin here today., whea
the Senate Interstate and Foreigt
Commerce Committee open hearings or

President Wilson's program of rail-
road reform measures.

The hearings will center about the
Presidents recommendation for a las
suspending interstate commerce striksi
pending investigation by the Federa:
government, and his suggestion that he
be empowered to take over and oper-
ate the railroads in time of militari
necessity.
Administration Senators will maki

every effort to rush action in the com-
mittee and in the Senate on the Presi-
dent's bills, in order that effective
legal weapons may be at hand if a
general tie-up of the commerce of the
country becomes imminent as a resull
of the strike situation. Labor leaders
headed by Samuel Gompers. presiden
of the American Federation of Labor
will conduct a bitter fight before the
committee to defeat the bills whick
they characterize as instituting "invol-
untary servitude" and as "conscrip-
tlon."
They were outspoken last night it

the statement that if the committee
attempts to jam th; bills through he
Senate they will organize a flibustea
among Progressive Republican Sena-
tore, which will not only block the
passage of the disputed bills, but wiL
throw the entire legislative situatIoM
into hopeless deadlock.

days. He likewise promised to hurr
the consideration of the measures iz
the Senate.

GERMANS INVADE
MOLDAVIA REGION
Russians Lose 1,000 Prison-

ers, According to Ber-'
fin Report.

The Teuton Invasion of Moldavia has
begun.
Gen. Gerok's orce, formirg the left

wing of Field Marshal von MackenRe's
army chain attacking the Bereth front.
is more than eight miles within the
Moldavian border. according to official
admission hem the Petrograd war of-
Qee.
The Russian statement further ad-

mits that the Tenton center is oly
thirteen miles west of Fosami and that
the right Is only ten miles from Braila.
FocamLI. the pivotal point of the
Sereth line. is the objective of three
armies driving against it from the
north, south, and west. The fall of
Braila is expected momentarily by Ber-
lia.
At the vital points of the whole line,

from the Pinsk marshes down to the
Black Bea, the Russians suffered se-
rloun reverses, according to the Ger-
man war office statement, borne out
an'd supplemented by Russian official
admissions.

It becomes more and more apparent
that Maokenoen aims to launo an of-
fensive along this whole huge battle front
as soon as the Bereth line has fallen.
One thousand prisoners, four cannon

and eight machine guns, Berlin asserts.
were captured yesterday In the Dobr-
dudja. A party of fifty Russians who
had eroseed the St. Georges, met disaster
at the hands of a Bulgarian river guard.
the Muscovites being annihilated.
In a fierce battle south of Pinsk the

right wing of the Bavarian Prince Leo-
pold scored a short lived sucss, the
Russians wresting from the attaders a
position they had gained after three vio-
let assaults. Further south, a Teuton
offensive movement was stifled in the
Russian battery of fre.
The Teutons resumed the "drum-Ore"

against the Russian linee in northeastern
Galicia. south of Brody. No infantry
attacks are as yet recorded in that ares.
The Berlin war ofSoe reports the cap-

ture of several heights between the Us
and Putna valleys and the repulse of
violent Russian and Rumanian counter-
attacks It further announces the cap-
ture of two towans. Herestrau and Un-
gurenl. These are in the region where
the Teutons are beyond the Moldavian
border line.

Paris. Jan. L-A thrilling duel high in

the air between George R. Lufberry, an
American aviator, and a German adver-
sary in chronicled in the dispatches from
the fiot.

The report that
a number of photographs of Philadelphia
and New York clubmen Were found in
the room where the -yeal -old victim lay
was confirmed today.
Detectives have gone to Milford. DeL,

to bring back Miss Roberts' colored maid.
Eleanor. who is expected to shed light
on the identity of many of her mistreas'
visitors.
According to employes of the Wilton

apartment. among her admirers was a
man known to the employes only as
"Bull Dog," a title they themaleves be-
stowed on him. The "Bull Dog." until
several weeks ago, was a frequent caller
at the model's apartments.
According to Richard Benjamin, the

Janitor, he was a man of aggressive, pow-
erful physique, stocky and pgnacious.
He always drove up to the W ton in a
large seven-passenger touring car, and
whistled up at the window before enter-
ing the place.

aboveboard, serious. and on the square.
I will co-operate with him. However.
if I see it is only the usual political
clap-trap. I will have nothing to do
with it. I have come prepared for a
fight or a frolic, and if this thing is
taken up whole-heartedly the most
sensational revelations will be forth-
coming.

''I doubt if the wary legislators will
want to go very far with it, though."
Lawson is most pessimistio-in his

expressions-with regar& to the future
trend of the stock list. Referring to
him promise of agother sensation, he
said:
'The next leak will happen in three
