VIOLATION OF WORLD LAW. ¥—

The deaths of Mary E. Hoy and
Elizabeth Hoy, of Chicago, in the
sinking of the Laconia, were de-
clared by the administration to be a
“plain violation of international law.”
The cold formal report of Consul
Frost, at Queenstown, described the
two American women as “dead from
exposure and bodies lost at sea.”

But behind the official language
Washington last night saw the whole
breadth and scope of the German
submarine ruthlessness with the full
possible cffect on American rights.
The Laconia was described as an-
other “Lusitania case,” and adminis-
tration officials made it plain that the
“““next - step” “to protect Arferican

rights at sca was now inevitable. It

was stated that whether the President
secures Congressional sanction for
his authority to arm merchant ships
or not, before many days American
vessels, armed fore and ziter, with

American gunners aboard, will be de-

iving the German war zone.

The President is convinced that
under the Constitution he has au-
thority to armi American vessels, and
he proposes to use it, it was stated
last night. The signicant announce-
ment that the Navy Department to-
day will open bids for a supply of
guns suitable for use on merchant
ships was forthcoming yesterday.

The reports of Consul Frost on the
Laconia sinking were laid before the
President yesterday by Secretary of
State Lansing, and after the confer-
ence the Secretary announced that the
Laconia case was a clear violation of
all the rules of international law.
While he would not say whether the
tragedy was regarded as the “overt
act” necessary to precipitate the “next
step,” administration officials gener-
ally declared that the situation was
fraught with grave possibilities.

Baltimore Negro Killed,

Consul Frost last night reported the
death of an American negro on the La-
conia. Earlier he had reported five
drowned and five, Including the two
American women, dead from exposure.
The Laconla was twice torpedoed, the
second time while the passengers and
crew were leaving the doomed vessel.
Last night It was stated that the cir-
cumstances of the case demonstrated be-
sond doubt that German submarine com-
manders were prepared to go to the full
extent of ruthl-ssness outlined in the
war-zone order which became effective
February 1,

Berlin, via Sayville wireless, Feb. 26
(Delayed.)—English destrovers were en-

ruary I5-25, and put to rout, the Ger-
man admiraity announced’ today.

The engagement took place after the
German boats advanced into the
channel beyond the Dover-Calais line and
into the mouth ‘of the Thames. Several
of the English boats were hit after
the violent artillery engagement and
avoided further fighting by a hasty re-
treat. The German boats suffered no
loss nor dmmage,

Berlin (via Bayville wireless, delayed),
Febh, 27.—German submarines which have
just returned to their base report the
sinking of twenty-one ships. Eleven were
steamers, two were salling ships and
elght were trawlers,

Among the steamers sunk was the Brit-
ish transport A-19. The White Star
steamer Afric, 12,000 tons, was sulk on
February 12 while on its way from Liver-
pool to Plymouth. Of the remaining ships
were one of 8600 tons with coal; another
of 1,800 tons with general cargo; another
of 3,000 tons with saltpetre.

Hold Up of Necessities for
Higher Prices Suspected

The Interstate Commerce Commission
yesterday suggested to President O. P.

If there Ig no
shortage, the Department of Justice will
put food speculators who have artificially
inflated prices, In jail.

Wherever it Is found that dealers have
boosted prices unwarrantably, the fed-
eral government will go the limit of
the law to p te those responsibl
Wherever a real sh®rtage is found to
exist the Interstate Commerce Commis-
mon will compel the railroads to rush
in supplies for immediate relief,

sistently pursued, will soon bring food
prices tumbling,

WOMEN IN RIOT

New Yorkers R@s;_t Proposed
Substitution of Rice.

(By the Intermational News Serviee.)

'ew York, Feb. &i.—Resentment at the
proposed sale of rice by the mayor's
committee on the food supply led to re-
newed riots and anti-high-price demon-
strations by women today.

Twelve arrests were made and foor
women sent to jail. Policemen were at-
tacked and butchers threatened with
their own knlves when allempts to buy
boycotied vegetables and meats were dis-
covered by women pickets about the
stores.

While thirty open-air
were called in different
city, Mra. Ida Harris, president of the
Mothers' Vigilant League, led a lone
anti-rice demonsatration in the financial
district. She carried a sign reading:

“We Americans can not live on rice.
We want foodstuffs to come down in
price. Speculators and robbers will not
survive by lowering the standards of
American life.”

Nearly 1,80 women met at 170 East
Broudway and passed resolutions refus-
ing to eat rice. They decided to con-
tinue the boycott on chickens, onions,
potatos and lima beans. Not a pound
of these articles was sold anvwhere in
the aflected districts, although prices
were reduced 40 per cent,

Although patrolmen were instructed to
arrest women only where it wag Im-
possible to enforce peace by warnings,
rioting continued in many quarters of
the city. Slaughter houses remained clos-
ed and grocery shops were closely guard-
ed against customers who wished to
buy “contraband” vegetables,

Forty women entered the butcher shop
of Bolomon Stelnmetz in East Fourth
street and threatened him with his cleav-
ers. The police who came to his rescue
were attacked. Two women whpg sent
to jail in default of their fines.

LACONIA PEOPLE
TELL OF TERROR

Adnift Five Hours in Eight
Boats Tossed About by
Violent Waves.

{By the Intermational News Serviee.)

Queenstown, Feb. 27.—From quivering
lips of.pale and agony-drawn men and
women came today, plece by piecs, the
first full story of the Laconla disaster.

Q own, hardened by many a tale
of horror lived through by countless
souls a few miles off ghore; Queenstown,
the first plece of land, the first warm
refuge for the victims of scores of sea
catastrophes In two years and a half,
stands aghast fonight at the narrative of
the passengers of the Laconia, of whom
thirteen—by a miracle only thirteen—
are believed to have been killed.

For the Lusitania was sent to the bot-
tom in broad daylight. The Laconia’s pas-
sengers and crew drifted aimlessly for
five hgurs In eight boals tossed by vio-
lent swells twelve feet high—and all

Radio Operatora Heroes,

The bravery of Mrs. Frank Harris, an
American woman, will go down in the
history of marine disasters as the heroine
of the Laconla,

The liner'z two wireless operators stuck
to the ship until the radio room was al-
most on a level with the sea as it greedily
swallowed up the ocean giant, and they
kept sending the fateful 8 O § signal.

Al a mpeed of seventeen knots, the
Laconta was gliding through the walers
of the Irtsh Sea, Monday night, on
the last lap of her voyage from New
York to Liverpool. If there had been
any fear among her passengers, it had
been pretty well dispelled by the prox-
imity of the liner's destination and the
British navy. But every man, woman,
or child was ready for.any eventualit;.
Under the cautioug direction of her mas-
ter, Captain Irvine, the ship's passemgers
and crew had drilled every ‘day from
the time they left the Statue of Libert;
behind. Evarything was prepared.to
minutest detail.

Majority Had Gone to Bed.

A great majority of the passengers had
Eone to bed. Isolated couples still walk-
ed to and fro on the deck. In the sa-
loons men smoked, played cards, or tald
stories. Of all those on board, probably
only the captain, patrolling the bridge on
24-hour vigll, knew that the waters
through which the liner was Just then
speeding, were favopjte hunting grounds
of the ['-boats; that the Laconia was ap-
proaching the Lusitlana’s grave.

The bridge clock had just sounded the
first of the two bells announcing *'10:30.""
The second was drowned in a erash that
shook the sea leviathian as if it were a
ekeleton. A torpedo had struck on the
starboard abaft the engine room, pene-
trating the ship's vitals, the engines. A
second later the huge vessel, now a hope-
less monster and a tool of the sea, stood
