Mount Vernon, the home and tomb of Washington,
is locate on the Virginia side of the Potomac River,
sixteen miles south of Washington City. The Mansion
House ;t Mount Vernon occupies a beautiful site over-

The house is built of wood, cut and painted to re-
semble stone and is in excellent condition. The house
was built in 1743 by Lawrence, half brother of George
Washington. On the death of Lawrence and his only

The trip to Mount Vernon via the Washington-Virginia

Railway. "The Historic Route," is a beautiful trip alongthe banks of the Potomac River and over one of the most
historical sections of this country. These fast electric
trains leave the conveniently located terminus at Twetfth
street and Pennsylvania avenue and D street hourly and
make the trip to Mfount Vernon in less than one hour,
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passing through the old historic town of Alexandria
Va. The Mount Vernon tickets permit a stop-off in
Alexandria in order that the many points of interest in
thi, town may be visited.
