UNTIL PEACE REIiNS

Action of German Committee in Chang-
ing Name Has Aroused Speculation.
The action of the German Imperial

Olympic committee in changing its title
to the "German Imperial Committee for
Bodily Exercises" has aroused much
speculation among athletic authorities
throughout the uorld.
Many close followers of Olympic sports

have expressed the opinion that the move
on the part of the German committee
Is an intimation that Germany will not
compete In these International sports
after the war.
