MEXICO GIVES JAPS

New York, March 10.-Fresh proof that

Gen. Carransa is seeking Japanese favor
was adduled today from a Mexican who
knows the inside of the recent deal
whereby orders from the Carransa gov-ernment for about 20.000,000 rifle cartridges

Whether or not the
cancellation was made as a sympathetic
move in behalf of Germany the Mexican
who gave the information said he did not
know. He did know. he said, that the
order was given unsolicited to the Jap-
anese manufacturers.
As to the number of German army men

in Mexico. it was said yesterday that
there are at least 6,000 Germans in vari-
ous parts of Mexico who are "available
for service if needed." Among them Ia
Robert lay, an officer of the German
army and a one-time plotter in New
York. who escaped from the Atlanta pen-
itentiary last August.
