Predicting that at least 90 per cent of
the striking carmen would return to their
old jobs, Capt. John T. Vickery, foun-
der and chief of the Washington Deteo-
tive Bureau, Incorporated, with central

offices in New York-City, which agency
isin charge of the men brought here

to break the strike, arrived in Wash-
ington last night for a stay of several
days to look over the situation.
After examining reports of his assnst-
ants in his room at the New Willard,

and engagin: in conversation with other
of his men in the Occidental Hotel, Mr.
Vickery expressed himself as being well
satisfiert with the striking conditions He
predicted that the trouble would soon be

over,
Mr. Vickery based his declaration, that

most of the employes would return to

work, upon hits long and varied experi-
ences in every section of this country.
His agency has handled confidential work
for the largest business concerns In the
United States and has an international
reputation.

Men Always Awaken.
"1 have always found that men out on

a strike are soon very glad to get their
work back again," said Mr. Vickery.
"Men do not want to strike, but they are

led into it, and just as soon as the strik-
er in this city awake to the realization

that they have been misled and ill ad-
vised by outside agitators, who do not
have the interests of this community or

employes at heart, the trouble will be all
over."
Mr. Vickerv said he never met a cor-

poration which was so "kindly disposed"
toward its employes as he declared the
Washington Railway and Electric Com-
pany to be. He stated that his men have
no unkind feeling against the strikers,
and said his acener was not a strike-
breaking bureau, according to the com-

mon interpretation of that term,
Mr. Vickery declared in this respect:

"We do not make It a business to import
strong-arm squads into a community, and
the high recommendations we have re-

ceived from every community in which
we have operated. are proof that our men
are law-abiding."
