There is no body of military en-

gineers in the world whose standard
is so high or whose personnel is so

rigidly selected as that of the United
States army. They are literally the
"pick" of our military establishment.
They may be trusted to organize two
regiments whose work in France
will do credit to the Amerigan name.
We hope the sending of these

units to the western front may be
followed by the sending of a similar
detachment to Russia. The trans-
port problem there is of colossal
proportions, but American engineer-
ing energy and talent can solve it
if it is called to the scene promptly.
Arrangements for such a force
should be made even before the Root
mission reaches Petrograd. There is
no doubt that Russia would welcome
the Americans with open arms, nor
that their work would be of vital
importance.

Don't Increase Postal Rates.
It will be a seriops mistake if

Congress decides to place additional
burdens upon the newspaper indus-
try by increased mail rates.
The press of the country speaks

from no selfish standpoint when it
collectively registers its opposition
to a tax that will be direct upon the
masses, since an increase in mail
rates, with the existing price of print
paper, must presuppose an increase
price to the reader of the average
daily newspaper.
Today the newspaper is read byalmost every element and class in the

United States. Its appeal has been
largely due to the fact that a knowl-
edge of the contemporary history of
the world as it develops from day to
day in these momentous times, can

be secured for a penny or two cents.
The newspaper has been the prin-

cipal instructor in modern history
for the average man. It is no longer
recognized as a luxury but as a ne-

cessity in the average home.
Print paper prices, cost of delivery,

labor and essentials that enter into
the production of the average daily
have advanced to the price to the
point that the majority of the daily
publications have been obliged to
reduce in size or increase in price.
The additional tax proposed by Con-

gress will mean increase in price.
There is no other logical conclusion
than that the cost to the reader must
be advanced if many struggling daily
and weekly newspapers are to sur-
vive.
With the war problems confront-

ing America every organ breeding
patriotism and loyalty to the flag is
needed. To cause any considerable
number to suspend publication by
burdensome taxes is not in conform-
ity with a spirit that wants to util-
ize every agency to aid in this war,
and its inevitable victory for the
American colors.
We have no doubt Congress will

reject any additional taxes placed
upon the press of the country but
the Congressional committees should
register their desire to aid a force
behind President Wilson and the
government of inestimable value by
turning down the proposed increases.

The Russ Is Adamant.
"Wh ile there is a widespread de-

sire for general peace, it cnnnot be
stated too emphatirally that every
sane Russian, even the anarchist, is
against a separate peace."

In these words the Petrograd cor-
respondent of the New York Even-
ing Post drives an additional nail
in the coffin of German hopes of de-
stroying the Miliukoff provisional
government. The counter revolu-
tion has spent its force and the new
government emerges stronger than
ever.
There remuains the Duma, which

has been convoked to meet next
month. It .is true that the leaders
of the Duma have had certain dif-
ferences with Prince Lvoff and
Miliukoff; that certain elements in it
are fighting for peace, although they
are not classified as German agents.
But they are in a minority, and they
will be pushed aside, for the reason
that the trend is now the other way.

In the sheer stress and strain of
creating a new government certain
selfish elements doubtless will con-
tinue a point of danger for a long
time to comec. There is a prize for

railway systems of the United States an
today experiencing the greatest caJ
shortage in their history. If this is the
situation at a period of the year when
traffic is usually light. It Is not difficul
to imagine what it will be like when th<
Prop-moving season is on, and when, in
addition to the haulinc of grain to mar
ket. the railroads will be called upon to
handle the enormous government bustneas.

It might he wise if the government
were to spend lM.nanW.0) or $2,n.0mn in
the purchase of freight equipment. to
he rented to the railroads until such time
as the railroads could repurchase it fron
the government. Tt would he an unusua
procedure, hut it was also an unusua

ever given on earth. But confidence
in the stability and restraint of the
Russian people increases. They
have been schooled' by centuries o

subjection to despotism and they
know better than to confuse liberty
with license; better than to let the
anarchist and nihilist become repre
sentative of their political thought.

It becomes clear that the German
plot is failing in Russia. The work
of the Root mission will put the fin-
ishing touches on its failure.
