mer village of Bullecourt were evacu-
ated according to command without dis-
turbance by the enemy, who only estab-
lished himself there twenty-four hours
later."
In these words the German war office

today announced the abandonment of the
shattered hamlet just west of the lower
end of the Wotan line, where one con-
tinuous battle had raged from May 3 to
May 17. two full weeks.

It was in almost the Identical words
that Berlin exactly two months ago an-
nounced the evacuation of the village of
Grandcourt in the Picardio, which ush-
ered in his now famous retreat.
Another retreat, this time by the two

wings of his line, is now looked for as a

certainty.
Lens is aflame, and behind the Teuton

lines the torch of destruction has been
put to work again.

Couater Thrusts Centinae.
On the French front north of the Aisne

and in the Champagne the German crown

prince continued today his counter
thrusts, particularly on both sides of the
"Road of the Ladies." None of these as-
saults made any impression upon the
French lines. Paris reported. Berlin,
however, reported the repulse of French
attacks and the capture by Berlin and
Brandenburg troops of a trench east of
Ia Royere farm.
Official news from the Austro-Italian

front today showed that Cadorna's men
not only are holding their gains all along
the line but are keeping up their ad-
vances.
Up to date 6,432 prisoners have been

taken, the Italian war office announced.

New Yorkers Applaud While Emma
Goldman Denounces Draft Law.

(By the Iateraatleast Nq rvtee.)
New York. May 18.-Speeches Ilating

a revolutionary spirit were delivered to-
night at the organization meeting of the
No-Conscription League. in the Harlem
River Casino. More than 5,000 men and
women jammed the hall and applauded
vigorously the exhortations of the speak-
ers for young men to refuse to register
under the conscription law.
Emma Goldman shouted that there are

50,000 young men in New York City who
would refuse to tight and who would not
register for the draft. She declared that
the organization would do all It could to
support them in their refusal. Her call
for funds brought showers of coins to
the platform.
Only the presence of 300 policemen, fifty

detectives, 150 militiamen and special
guards at times restrained the audience
from the wildest sort of a demonstration.
"When America said she went into

this war for democracy," cried Emma
Goldman. "she put on the books a ghast-
ly le. If we want democracy, let's be-
gin at home. We need it worse than
Germany. The only people who still be-
lieve in the Constitution of the United
States are you poor hoobs. We do not
love the America of the munitions mak-
ers, for that is old Russia. The govern-
ment has not the right to tell the people
to give their lives for democracy, for
democracy is the laughing stock of
Europe."

WILSON REJECIS
ROOSEVELT ARMY

President Says Proposed Force
Is Neither of Age Nor Sort

that Allies Need.
President Wilson last night rejected

Col. Roosevelt's pet scheme of command-
ing a volunteer expeditionary force, the
first to fly the American colors in the
trenches of France.
The President declared he would be

glad "to pay the allies the compliment
of sending to their aid one of our most
distinguished public men," but added that
war is not a business of "compliment."
but a "grim matter" to be managed on
a scientific basis.
The point was made that Mr. Roose-

velt's projected force was neither "of
the age nor of the sort" that the military
experts of France and England said
would be of the greatest assistance to
them; that the General Staff of the
American army was radically opposed to
the whole idea.
The President paid due tribute to Col.

Roosevelt's patriotism and courage, but
said his plan of taking 'a large number
of regular army officers for service in his
force would take away experts sorely
needed for the training of the new armies
of the nation.
The Preeldent's statement was issued

at the White House shortly after the se-
lective draft hill was signed. It was is-
sued so promptly as to indicate that the
President's mind had been made up on
the subject of the Roosevelt army for
days before. Administration officials and
army officers hailed It with undisguised
approval.
The following statement by the Presi-

dent was issued at the White House.
"I shall not avail myself, at any rate,

at the present stage of the war, of the
authorization conferred by the act to
organize volunteer divisions.
"To do so would seriously interfere

The President last night Issued the

following proclamation:
"A PROCLAMATION.

Bny the Preiast of the United States,
'Whereas, Congress has enacted and

the President has on the eighteenth
day of May. 1117, approved a law
which contains the following provi-
sions:
"Sectlon 6. that all male persons be-

tween thie ages of twenty-one and
thirty, both inclusive, shall be subject
to registration in accordance with reg-
ulations to be prescribed by the Presi-
dent: and upon proclamation by the
President or other public notice given
by him, thereupon be duly registered:
Provided, That in the call of the
docket procedenee shall be given. in
courts trying the seine, to the trial of
criminal proceedings under this act;
provided further, that persons shall
be subject to registration as herein-
provided who shall have attained their
twenty-first birthday, and, who shall
not have attained their thirty-first
birthday on or before the day set for
the registration, and all persons so

registered, shall be and remain sub-
ject to draft into the forces hereby
authorised, unless exempted or excused
therefrom as in this act provided:
Provided further, that in the case of
temporary absence from actual place
of legal residence of any person liable
to registration as provided herein.
such registration may be made by mail
under registrations to be prescribed by
the President.
"Section 6, that the President is

hereby authorised to utilize the serv-

ice of any or all departments and any
or all omeers or agents of the United
States and of the several State. Terri-
tories and the District of Columbia
and subdivisions thereof, in the execu-

tion of this act, and all officers and
agents of the United States and of
the several States. Territories and
subdivisions thereof, and of the Dis-
trict of Columbia, and all persons
designated or appointed under regu-
lations prescribed by the President,
whether such appointments are made
by the President himself or by the
governor or other officer of any State
or Territory to perform any duty in
the exception of this act, are hereby
required to' perform such duty as the
President shall order or direct, and all
such omcers and agents and persons
so designated or appointed shall here-
by have full authority for all acts
done by them in the exemtioa of this
act by the direction of the President.
Correspondence in the execution of
this act may be carried in penalty en-
velopes bearing the frank of the War
Department. Any person charged as

herein provided with the duty of
carrying into effect any of the pro-
visions of this act or the regulations
made or directions given thereunder
who shall fail or neglect to perform
such duty. and any person charged
with such duty or having and exercis-
ing any authority under said act,
regulations or directions, who shall
knowingly make or be a party to the
making of any false or incorrect
registration, physical examination. ex-
emption, enlistient. enrollment or
muster; and any person who shall
make or be a party to the making of
any false statement or certificate as
to the fitness or liability of himself
or any other person for service under
the provisions of this act, or regula-
tions made by the President there-
under. or otherwise evades or aids
another to evade the requirements of
this act or of said regulations, or

who, in any manner, shall fail or ne-

glect fuly to perform any duty re-

quired of him in the execution of this
act, shall. if not subject to military
law, be guilty of misdemeanor, and
upon conviction in the district court
of the United States having jurisdic-
tion thereof. be punished by imprison-
ment for not more than one year. or,
if subject to military law, shall be
tried by court-martial and suffer such
punishment as a court-martial may
direct."
