KILBANE STANDS OUT
FAR AHEAD OF CLASS

The Cleveland Lad Is in a Division of
His Own,

New York, May 19.—Better by far than
the light-welght “champion and king of
all he surveys In the feather-weight &is
vislon, Johnny Kilbane stands out today
supremely alone among the little fellows
of the ring.

He is in a class distinctly by himself,
and by rights he should be wearing two
pugilistic crowns. That honor bas been
denjed him because of the unjust laws
which have put the curse on decision
bouts. The victory scored by Kilbane
over Freddis Welsh was too clean cut,
Ftoo decislve, to leave the shadow of &
doubt regarding his class.

And that victory bhrought out strongly
the injustice of no-decision boxing laws,
for had Referee Billy Joh been per-
mitted to render n decislon the lght-
welght crown would be where It belongs
today—adorning the curly brow of the
lttle Clevelander.

Because of the law Welsh is still wear-
Ing the 13-pound skypiece, and, all Argu-
ments In favor of no-decision bouts to
the contrary, they are a curse to box-
ing and an injustice to both boxers and
the patrona of the game.

No-declsion laws keep champlonships
from changing hands when they should
do so rightfully, And they permit cham-
pions to hide and stall when they would
have to fight under conditions permitting
a decision. The boxing game without de-
clgfons s much like a ship without a
rudder—it ia merely drifting along and
may hit a shoal any old time,

Not since the days of Joa Gans, Young
Griffo and Abe Attell—when he was prime
—has a boxer of Kidlbane's class sprung
up. And In the opinion of many old-time
boxing fans In New York, Kilbane is
even better than tha cleverest boys of
the old days. The only question is his
punch, but in all other reapects he I3 a
marvelous boxer .

New Yorkers thought Freddie Welsh
was fast until they saw Kilbane agalnst
him. Then Freddie looked about as fast
as a tombstone. The pace set by Kil-
bane dazzled Walsh, He was bewlldered
and desperate, and yet Kilbane could
have fought even faster than he dld. He
simply toyed with Welsh, and the pity
of it ix that he did not knock the Welsh-
man out. In & longer bout a knock-out,
with Kilbane delivering the wallop, would
be practically inevitable.

There i8 only one boxer in the business
now who really has the right to de-
mand a match with Kilbane—unlesas he
Is signed with Welsh for a return match
_and that boxer is Benny Leonard. That
Leonard is fast and clever enough to
beat Kilbane is very, very doubtful. But
he has a punch, and his performances en-
titls him to some consideration.

A Leonard-Kilbane bout would be worth |
going miles to see, for Leonard would |
fight—thers is mo question of that—and |
in this way he would bring out the best |
there ig In the feather-welght champlon.

Let's have that match.
