Must Maintain Ideals.
'The Melting Pot, Our Nation's Per-

il," was the subject of the sermon
preached at the Calvary Methodist
Church last evening by Dr. James
Shera Montgomery.
"The wonderful growth, prosperity.

healthfulness and expansion of our
country cannot he attributed to chance
We present to the yorld today a great
picture-the most cosmopolitan in its
character among the nations of all
time. All through our national his-
tory there have been periods in which
no explanation, for our deliverancq
can be thought of save God Almighty.
"Our government is founded upon

those Ideals, namely liberty and self-
government, and yet strange to say
many who come to us from foreign
shores-so many bring with theta
numerous ideals of the old world from
which they were fleeing, many not
only are tin-American but positively
anti-American. Our government is
guilty of no human repression; it lays
no yoke of hardship upon the neck of
the poor and ignorant or any other
class of society.
"It places no unjust restrictions any-

where that justify any big oomplaint;
it has no land of darkness and exile to
which it drives those who oppose its
functions; it enslaves no section of soci-
cty; it allows free speech, free press.
and free religion to all within her gates
and yet about the strangest paradox
in all the whole earth, many of the
children of oppression cling in sympathy
to the slave driver that held them in
utter obscurity and poverty. There are

men In this country tonight who are

enjoying the fortunes possible In this
land of opportunity and privilege. who
had they remained In the Fatherland
would have Deen just like their oppressed
fathers swine-herders, cattle feeders and
cellar servants.
"The Melting Pot" theorv is all right

so lonir as the fires of patriotic devotion
are kept alive and from the pot there
come forth good Americans. free from
all the dross of monarchical Europe-
otherwise it may spell our own destruc-
tion If not our doom. America for
Americans. where ever born or n:
whatever race, but America for Ameri-
cans with one flag and one undying de-
votion to the principle of self-govern-
ment.

List of 57 Articles, from Bacon to

Tent, Required.
Embryo oMcers in the Reserve Corpsfor the Ordnance, Quartermaster andMedical departments of the army 'will

have to buy their equipment.A list of fifty-seven articles, beingcomplete equipment, has just been an-
nounced by these three departments, and
each offmcer must have a complete set.If the officers are to be mounted there
are fifteen additional articles they must
buy.
Fortunately, they will be allowed to

purchase their equipment from the sup-
ply department of the army, which meansthey will get them at about half the
price civilian stores charge for them.
In contrast, the young men training in

the reserve officers camp at Fort Myer,
and other camps, have all their equip-
