The Sec-retary'a itinerary includes nine large
cities, and will cover seven days. From

Boston. Detroit, St. Louis, New Orleans
Birmingham, LouisiIe. Cincinnati andPittsburgh. He will return to Washing-
ton June I", two days before subscrip-
tions to the liberty loan bonds close. W.
P. G. Harding, governor of the Federal
Re r'- Ftoaird, will aeconipany him on
the trip.

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EXPECT U. S. TO LEAD
WORLB IN AVIATION

Will Also Attempt to Outstrip Other
Countries with Submarines.

That the Unted States will. when
present plans are fully completed, lead
the world in military aviation, is the,
belief of the Aircraft Production Board,
of the Council of National Defense.
"France and Great Britain have madeit plain again and again that they on-

.pect aircraft and aviators to be one
of America's greatest contributions to
success in the war.' 'Howard E. Coffin.
chairman of the board, said last night.
"The 'government can now may that it is
actually embarked on the task of over-
coming its present deficiency In ilitary
aviation. We beheve that the outlook
promises a quick developinent of the
latest air resources of America whien
may be unprecedented in the military
history of the world."
Student aviators are now in training

at the preliminary aviation schools
established in six representative en-
gineering colleges and universities. The
training of about 5M0 aviators is expected
to begin not later than July 20.
That America will not only attempt tu,

outstrip the world in military aviation
but will make great forward strides in
the development of undersea boats, was
asserted by Mr. Ch6fin.

LEGISLATION IS URGED
FOR DEPENDENTS' CARE

National Chamber of Commerce Makes
Recommendations to Secretary Baker.
The National Chamber Committee of

the Chamber of Commerce of the I'nited
States has recommended in a report to
Secretary of War Baker. that federal
legWslation be enacted providing for rea-
sonable separation allowances to be paid
to the dependents of enlisted men of
the army and navy. This compensation
would be based on the number of de-
pendents In each family.
The renort was made as the result of

a request from Mr. Baker in his capacity
as chairman of the Council of National
Defense, that the National Chamber in-
vestigate and report on the matter of
voluntary civilian assistance in the care
of dependent families of men enlisting.
The National Chamber committee fur-

ther recommends that the government
designate some national organisation to
raise a general fund by voluntary public
subscriptions. It is suggested that this
fund be distributed by the organization
named for the alleviation of conditions
not adequately met by National or State
allowances.

Details.
While allowing the difficult detailsof Aquad movements to sink into hismind, the new soldier would do well

at this point to look back over the
ground he has traversed. He shouldrefresh his mind, so far as necessary.upon what he has previously learned,and he will at once discover a differ-ene between his present grasp of mil-itary facts and their requirements.The more he learn-. the more reason-
able, necessary and illuminating be-
comes that which he has alreadylearned.
For example. the new soldier who

has been taught how to execute
"Squad Right" does not need the same
amount of explanation for the neces-
sity of discipline and obedience as at
the beginning. He realizes by this
time that no squad movement wouldbe possible unless each individual weresubject and responsive to discipline.He does not have to be taught the rea-
son for learning to stand properly,since he sees that no squad could cometo the position of attention and dressits line in a practical military fashion
unless each individual first came to
"attention." This does not mean that
the new soldier-and even the par-tially trained soldier-will not fnd it
necessary again and again to go over
the details of how t, perfect himself
in these essentials; hilt it Is doubtful
whether he would hereafter have to
be told why.He has learned how to stand, how
to stept-forward. backward, sideways.
the half-tep--.and to 'mark time." e
has learned how to face in any direc-
tion-right face, left face, about face.
