Of Kaiser’'s Aerial Raid

“The Germans claim to have bombed
the fort of London. That is the only
cxplanation they have to glve, and
there are 120 Jittle children who have
suffered from this bombing of a fort.
How little children could have been in
a fort passes understanding."

This scornful declaration was made

by the Poplar coroner,
ter, in opening tha inquests on
fifteen little children who perished by
a bomb falling on an East End school,

Wynne Bax-

aava the London Chronicle. The pro-|
ceedings were of a very pathetic
character, and many were moved to
tears. The courthouse was crowded
with the reiatives of the dead littie
ones, drezged in dees moumrning, and
several of the leading men in the
borough were present.

*I shall not waate epithets upon the
irhumanity of the Germans,” said the
mayor, in tones approaching snger, |
“any more than to say that these
boys and girls have died as truly for|
thelr country and for everythinz

worth dying for, as any of our men
at the front or on the high seas.”
The mayvor added that there would
be a public funeral of the victims next
Wednesday from the parish church at
2 o'clock, when the Suffragan bishop

would officiate. All the children
would be interrad in one grave, so
that they should not be separated
even in death. Later a memorial will
be placed obove them.

“1 hope.*” added the mayor, “that
this ghastly inhuman treatment will
