A
certificate of enroliment and an ap-
propriate badge or button Wwill be
given each member,

The success of the Department of
Labor In creating the Boys' Working
Reserve has led It to organize the
United States Public Service Re-
serve in order that the many citizens
who are eager to give their services
to the nation may be brought in
touch with the ever-growing demand
for men. Within the past few™ weeks
thousands of applications for advice
and direction have been received in
Washington from persons who desire
to serve the country to ths best of
their ability, regardless of sacrifice.
They come from teachers, students,
mechanics, laborers, lawyers, physi-
cians, business men, clergymen and
others. Various plans for mobiliz-
ing such adult service, some like the
Boys' Reserve, purely civil and vol-
untary .and others semimilitary, and
even compulsory in form, haves been
urgsd upon Congress and the Council
of National Defense.

THe organization will be conducted
by a dirsctor, responsible to the Sec-
retary of Labor, who will be as-

4 sisted by associats directors and ad-

visory commitiees of technical and
other experts. As the work extends
the State Councils of Defense will
be asksd to nominate Stats directors
and boards. Ofices have heen opened
by the Department of Labor at e
T strest.
