mean but one thing-pan es. The
fact that pancakes are not considered
thoroughly digestible, especially when
carelessly made, has made buckwheat
less popular now than it hase been
previously. But realy buckwheat
ought to be used for someth be-
des pancakes. It has a-d
flaver and Is one of tose thingsuthat
can be used to some extent as a
wheat substitute.
The growing of buckwheat has been

urged on the farmers, for not only
is it valuable as a food for humans.
but it Is also useful for feeding poul-
try and.cattle. So it is probable that
buckwheat will be plentiful In a few
months. It is sometimes dificult to
get it In small stores. excepting in
pancake-making preparations, but it
can be obtained in the larger cities.
Perhaps bucks:heat mufins will be

a good choice for your first use of
buckwheat, for they are delicious, and
will be sure to make your family de-
sire more buckwheat cookery. Here
is the recipe for them: Sift to-
gether a cup of white Sour, one
of buckwheat Sour, half a cup of
sugar, five level teaspoons of bak-
ing powder, and a teaspoon of salt.
Beat an egg, mix it with a cup
of milk and add to the dry In-
gredients. Add also three table-
spoons of shortening of some sort-
whatever you have decided to use
for cake and mufta cooking this
summer instead of butter. This
mixture makes fourteen small muf-
fins. Buckwheat costs shout 7
cents a pound. If your family likes
the buckwheat flavor, try this muf-
fin recipe, using all buckwheat flour.
instead of white wheat flour and
buckwheat mixed.
These buckwheat cookies are

wholesome and delicious. Mix to-
gether half a cup of wheat flour.
three-quartars of a cup of buckwheat
flour, half a cup of sugar. two level
teaspoons of baking powder and a
quarter of a teaspoon of salt. Then
add a quart of a cup of milk mixed
with two beaten eggs. Lastly, add
a teaspoon of lemon juice and a
quarter of a cap of shortening.
melted until soft enough to beat
in. Chopped nuts-a cup of them-
may be added if desired. Drop
on a greased pan from a teaspoon
and bake for a-quarter of an hour
in a medium hot oven.
