and his ancestors, it is sald, inhab-

ited the Tian EBhad Mopuntains in
Central Asia.
Famous szoologists .In addition to

claiming for him the distinction of
being the only one of his kind on
the globe, state that he is probably
one of the ancestral forms of the do-
mestic breed. Tt has also been found
by them that this breed of wild horse
once existed as far west as Central
France, where it was used for food
by men In the Stone Ages.

The nation-wide examination of the
youth of America that is to begin this
week will be the greatest test of man-
hood that the world has ever wit-
nessed, according to Rev. D. H. Mar-
tin, pastor of Wesley Chapel, preach-
ing last night on “The Government's
Test of Men."

The first thing of widespread inter-
est that will be revealed by the draft
will bs the physical condition of the
young men of the nation. Never be-
fore in the history of the country has
there been such an opportunity te
find out exactly how our manpower
stands physically. The questions,
What percentage’ will pass the ex-
aminations? Which will pass ths bet-
ter examination, the rich man or the
poor man, the son of the millionaire,
or the son of the laborer or factory
hand? will all be answered, Dr. Mar-
tin claims. -

The moral condition of America’s
young men will be found not only by
the physical examination, but by the
general appearance of the youth and
the answers he gives to questions.
The drinking and cigarette smoking
habits, coupled with the other bad
or immoral habits, will be noted easlly,

Patriotism and the love a man has
for his country will be shown by the
claims for exemption. Dr. Martin
warned his congregation, however, not
to look down on the man who claims
exemption.

“Theres ars times,” he said, “when
patriotism means doing the one thing
you know how to do in the best way
in which you know how to do it*™
A man may claim exemption because
he is doing as much for his country
in his present occupation as he would
be in the army.
